The Armenian and Azerbaijani
lobbies are doing all they can to win
the favor of the U.S. Congress.
Officials in Azerbaijan regarded the
decision of the U.S. Congress com-
mittee on appropriations, which
convened tens of thousands of
kilometers away from Baku, as a
major victory for the republic. .

On September 10, the committee
on appropriations approved a bill
proposed by its chairman, Bob Living-

of Baku. In so doing, the committee
members voted in favor of lifting the
sanctions against Azerbaijan.

But exactly one week later, the
victory turned sour when the House
of Representatives of the Congress
refused to abolish the ban that
prohibits the U.S. government from
offering direct aid to Azerbaijan.

What are the goals of the Arme-
nian and Azerbaijani lobbies? The
former are trying to turn the stream
of U.S. financial aid Armenia’s way,
all the while trying to weaken Azer-
baijan’s ties with the United States as
much as possible.

So far, it has managed to do so,
since the so-called Armenian group
has the advantage in the Congress. It
should be noted that the Azerbaijani
authorities are themselves playing into
the hands of their rivals in Washington.

Some sources say that it was the
dispersal of the oppositionist rally in
Baku on September 12 that influen-
ced the results of the voting in
Congress.

Even impartial congressmen
announced that the sanctions against
Azerbaijan could not be lifted because
democratic principles are being
violated in the republic.

This is a powerful trump card that
the Armenian lobby will play from now
on, especially if serious violations are
discovered during the upcoming

For the time being, the Armen_ians
look like emerging victorious, since
their lobbyists have stronger figures.

The White House, which has
announced its desire to lift sanctions
against Azerbaijan, is not taking any
resolute steps in this direction. It must
think about its own presidential
elections and Vice President Albert
Gore’s chances in them.

Gore will hardly want to spoil
relations with America’s Armenian
diaspora, which has a huge influence
in California.

The popular saying “Whoever
wins in California will win in America”
has proved true on more than one
occasion.
