Case Study: Navigating HR Challenges at TechNova Solutions

Background: TechNova Solutions is a rapidly growing technology company specializing in AI-driven software solutions. Established five years ago, the company has expanded its workforce to over 500 employees. Despite its success, TechNova is facing several HR-related challenges that threaten its continued growth and employee satisfaction.

HR Response: The HR department, led by Sarah Mitchell, has implemented several initiatives to address these concerns:
