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Mobilisation in Ukraine, achievements and challenges

Resume. The article examines the main aspects of the activities of public authorities, military authorities
and the experience of mobilisation measures since the beginning of the military aggression of the Russian
Federation against Ukraine. The main trends in the development and improvement of mobilisation are identified,
taking into account changes in the military-political situation. The author groups and identifies current areas of
activity that require further research in the field of mobilisation.

Keywords: mobilisation; military aggression; mobilisation training.

Problem statement. In the context of the
armed aggression of the Russian Federation
against Ukraine, both structural and systemic
changes in the organisation of approaches to the
activities of the Armed Forces of Ukraine and
other components of the defence forces are of
particular relevance to ensure their readiness to
perform the tasks of defence of Ukraine,
protection of its sovereignty, territorial integrity
and inviolability.

Since the beginning of the Russian
Federation's invasion of Ukraine, the state has
faced the urgent need to replenish the Defence
Forces with military-trained personnel to wartime
levels.

In view of the above, there is an urgent
need to analyse and summarise the practical
experience of the Armed Forces of Ukraine in
implementing  mobilisation  measures, in
particular, conscription of citizens for military
service during mobilisation.

Analysis of recent research and
publications. Much attention is paid to the issue
of mobilisation in Ukraine today. The study of
conceptual approaches to improving maobilisation
in the state was carried out [6]. The authors
analysed and identified shortcomings in the
functions, tasks of the objects and subjects of the
current system of management of mobilisation
training and mobilisation of the national
economy. In [7], the authors analyse the legal acts
that determine the procedure for mobilisation; in
[8] the author analyse the measures of
mobilisation in the Armed Forces of Ukraine in
2014. Works [9-13], based on the results of
studying the combat experience of troops and the
experience of general mobilisation in Ukraine in
2022-2023, identified a number of problematic
issues of mobilisation training and mobilisation
itself, which in turn served to develop and

provide proposals for ways to solve them.
However, it is worth noting that these works
partially cover research on the analysis of the
organisation and implementation of mobilisation
activities, and most of the important issues in this
area remain open.

The purpose of the article is to
investigate the mobilisation practices used in
Ukraine, in particular since the beginning of the
military aggression of the Russian Federation
against Ukraine, and to determine which
mobilisation strategies were most effective,
taking into account both legislative changes and
managerial decisions.

Presenytation of the main material. In
order to prepare the state for the protection of
national interests from external and internal
threats, a number of laws and other regulatory
acts have been adopted. Thus, the Laws of
Ukraine: [1-4]; and other regulatory legal acts,
consider and regulate a wide range of issues of
mobilisation  training, mobilisation, and
preparation of the state for defence.

Analysing the state of mobilisation
preparations of the state before the outbreak of
war, it should be noted that since 2014, the state
authorities and other bodies, military authorities
(hereinafter — MA), have made relevant
conclusions and performed a large amount of
work to prepare for the organised repulsion of
military aggression.

Options for the development of the
military-political situation regarding the full-scale
invasion of the Russian Federation were provided
by the intelligence of the Ministry of Defence of
Ukraine and partner countries. As a result, the
political and military leadership of the state
correctly  assessed this information and,
accordingly, made adequate decisions to take
urgent measures to cover the state border in key
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strategic areas and prepare for
mobilisation in the state.

Fulfilling the requirements of the Laws of
Ukraine "On Defence of Ukraine” and "On
Mobilisation Preparation and Maobilisation”, the
leadership of the State and the Armed Forces
during the 8 pre-war years paid special attention
to the following components of the state's
mobilisation preparation:

determining the conditions of operation and
preparing public authorities, other state bodies,
local self-government bodies, enterprises,
institutions and organisations for work in a
special period;

preparing for the mobilisation deployment
of the Armed Forces of Ukraine and other
military formations;

preparing the national economy and its
sectors for the transition and operation in the
special period;

training and accumulation of military-
trained human resources liable for military
service and reservists to fill positions provided for
in wartime staffing levels;

preparation of the management of state
authorities, other state bodies, local self-
government bodies, the unified state Ccivil
protection system, enterprises, institutions and
organisations for actions in case of mobilisation;

advanced training on mobilisation training
and mobilisation of heads of state authorities,
other state bodies, local self-government bodies,
enterprises, institutions and  organisations,
employees of relevant mobilisation units and
employees on mobilisation work (in the summer
of 2021, by the decision of the President of
Ukraine — Supreme Commander-in-Chief of the
Armed Forces of Ukraine, week-long advanced
training courses were organised and held at the
National Defence University of Ukraine for heads
of state authorities);

conducting  military  and
mobilisation exercises and training;

checking and assessing the state of
mobilisation readiness of the national economy,
state authorities, other state bodies, local self-
government bodies, the Armed Forces of
Ukraine, other military formations, the Civil
Protection Operational and Rescue Service,
enterprises, institutions and organisations, as well
as administrative and territorial units of Ukraine;

information support.

The state's preparations for mobilisation in
Ukraine were most effective during the
threatening period, when the enemy began to
concentrate and deploy groups of troops near the
borders of Ukraine (December 2021 — January

2022), allegedly to conduct exercises, including
in Belarus.

General mobilisation was declared openly
by the President of Ukraine on the first day of the
war, 24 February 2022. At the same time, the
legal regime of martial law was introduced and
the Supreme Commander-in-Chief's Office was
formed. In accordance with the Presidential
Decree, general mobilisation was carried out
within 90 days in three stages.

First of all, it was decided to call up the
operational reserve in combat military units that
had already performed tasks in the JFO and in the
ATO.

Secondly,  conscripts  with  combat
experience and military service should be called

up.

Thirdly, those who did not serve in the
military.

From that moment on, the President of
Ukraine — the Supreme Commander-in-Chief of
the Armed Forces of Ukraine assumed full
responsibility, i.e. the basic principle of
mobilisation preparation and mobilisation —
centralised management of mobilisation — was
implemented in the country. Thanks to the skilful
leadership of the Supreme Commander-in-Chief
and the Commander-in-Chief and General Staff
of the Armed Forces of Ukraine, the tasks of the
first three stages of general mobilisation were
largely completed.

At the same time, it is necessary to note a
number of factors that influenced the results of
the general mobilisation. The main one, of
course, was the enemy's seizure of parts of the
territory of the eastern, southern and northern
regions of Ukraine, which led to a significant
migration of the population from these regions
and a significant decrease in the supply of human
mobilisation resources in the initial period of the
war. Thus, according to official data, during the
first month of the war, 3.6 million people left
Ukraine: 3.6 million people outside Ukraine, 6.5
million people within Ukraine. Among those who
left their homes were a large number of men of
conscription age.

In such a difficult situation and in the face
of the enemy's absolute superiority in the air, at
sea and on land, the military leadership managed
to take a set of measures to ensure timely and
high-quality manning of troops (forces),
especially military units of the Territorial Defence
Forces and reserve military units. They were
prepared to repel the armed aggression in a timely
manner, which ultimately significantly reduced
the destruction of civilian infrastructure and
civilian casualties in the initial period of the war.
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It was important that, thanks to the
information received from the intelligence
agencies of Ukraine and partner countries, the
General Staff of the Armed Forces of Ukraine
managed to unravel the enemy's overall plan and
the directions of its main and other strikes. Based
on the results of the assessment of the operational
and strategic situation, having unravelled the
probable nature of the enemy's actions, the
leadership of the defence forces, together with
state authorities and local self-government
bodies, responded in a timely manner and made
adequate decisions to counter the enemy's
aggressive actions.

The experience of the war prompted the
military leadership to make changes to the
readiness of combat military units (immediate
response forces), especially territorial defence
units, and their manning in peacetime and
wartime. It was concluded that the training of
TDF units should be carried out and improved in
peacetime, and that not only the heads of the
components of the defence forces, but also the
heads of local executive authorities and local self-
government should be responsible for the quality
of their manning and training.

It should be noted that, in extremely
difficult conditions, the leadership of the Armed
Forces of Ukraine, before the full-scale invasion
of the Russian Federation and in the first days of
the war, managed to carry out a number of
measures that had a positive impact on the course
of general mobilisation, namely:

the General Staff timely determined
(clarified) the timing and order of manning the
military  organisational  structures of all
components of the defence forces;

timely notification and conscription of
reservists to combat military units;

in a short time, the staffs of military units
were re-established, taking into account the
available weapons and military equipment
(hereinafter — WME) stored at bases, warehouses,
arsenals, as well as WME provided by partners;

The Land Forces Command of the Armed
Forces of Ukraine, together with state authorities
and local self-government bodies, managed to
ensure the effective operation of territorial
recruitment and social support centres
(hereinafter referred to as TRSSC) under the legal
regime of martial law, which allowed for the
timely and high-quality manning of combat units
with mobilisation resources (reservists and
contractors) with combat experience.

It should also be noted that most regional
military administrations took a responsible
approach to the tasks of general mobilisation and,

together with the regional TRSSCs, ensured the
implementation of mobilisation plans.

Analysing the course of general
mobilisation at the initial stage of the war, it can
be stated that the high morale and patriotism of
Ukrainians contributed to the fulfilment of the
tasks of general mobilisation. Persons liable for
military service who were willing to join the
Armed Forces and defend their homeland arrived
at the TRSSC or directly to military units
(operational  reserve), where they were
immediately appointed to positions and began to
perform their duties. In other words, there were
no problems with the arrival of personnel to man
the troops (forces). It should be noted that there
were queues of reservists and volunteers at the
TRSSC. Those who were not included in the
teams for manning combat military units were
asked to join the TDF units. The number of
people wishing to enlist in the TDF units in some
district TRSSC reached 250-300%.

The activity and patriotism of persons
liable for military service was observed
throughout the first stage of mobilisation. The
highest degree of activity during this period was
shown by persons liable for military service in
territorial communities, where the notification,
collection and dispatch of such persons to the
collection points of the TRSSC and the points of
reception of military units' personnel were
organised directly by the leaders and members of
the community councils.

Thus, the positive factors that prevented the
enemy from achieving its strategic goal and
capturing the capital of our country in a short
time were:

patriotism and active position of the entire
Ukrainian people, and especially volunteers, to
provide the Armed Forces of Ukraine and other
components of the defence forces with all the
necessary material and technical means;

highly motivated staff;

prompt response to the situation in Ukraine
and the provision of material and technical
(especially weapons and military equipment) and
financial assistance by partner countries;

combat experience of personnel, including
mobilised personnel, officers and especially
combat-experienced generals (Commander-in-
Chief and all commanders of troop groups).

According to military experts, it is
necessary to improve the state of combat and
mobilisation readiness and combat capabilities of
troops (forces) in the course of further armed
struggle:

review the organisational and staff
structures of military units and bring them in line
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with the tasks they can actually perform, given
the weapons and military equipment they are
equipped with;

when forming new military units, the main
attention should be paid to the quality of their
staffing, especially of officer positions, and,
under any circumstances, to conduct combat
coordination with them for at least 12-15 days (up
to and including a company (battery));

determine the need of the troops (forces)
for equipment of the national economy and
immediately organise its withdrawal for the needs
of the defence forces;

formation of new military units should be
done scattered across subdivisions, under cover
and outside inhabited areas;

categorically prohibit the deployment of
personnel after the formation of units for combat
coordination in the barracks of military camps
(only in tent camps and in areas designated by the
General Staff of the Armed Forces of Ukraine);

resume training of officers and NCOs in
full, at advanced training courses and in higher
military educational institutions (training centres),
in accordance with wartime training programmes;

organise short-term training courses for
personnel to acquire skills in the management and
use of new weapons and military equipment
supplied by partner countries.

In the course of the administrative reform
in  Ukraine in 2019-2020, districts were
consolidated and, accordingly, the number of
TRSSC was significantly reduced, which, in turn,
affected their effectiveness in mobilising human
and transport resources. Thus, as of 2020, 136
districts out of 490 were formed (including 17 in
the occupied territories), and only 178 out of 522
district TRSSC were formed.

The Resolution of the Cabinet of Ministers
of Ukraine [5] was approved on the eve of the
military aggression of the Russian Federation
against Ukraine, namely on 23 February 2022. It
was the transformation of military recruiting
centres into territorial recruitment and social
support centres, changes in their structure, tasks
and functions that created the preconditions for a
decrease in the effectiveness of their mobilisation
activities, but despite everything, this did not
happen. The new structure and management of
the TRSSC successfully coped with the tasks
assigned, and the task of manning the military
organisational structures of the defence forces
with mobilisation resources at the initial stage of
the war was completed.

At the same time, the main problem in
manning the troops (forces) in the initial period of
the war was the violation of the requirements for

keeping military records of persons liable for
military service and reservists, and especially the
rules for registering the place of residence of
individuals, as well as the failure of heads of state
authorities, local self-government bodies and
heads of enterprises and institutions to comply
with the requirements of the resolutions of the
Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine on the
reservation of persons liable for military service.

It should be noted that the failure to notify
persons liable for military service in certain
districts due to the improper maintenance of
personal and primary records of persons liable for
military service was the main reason for the
incomplete implementation of mobilisation plans
by certain military administrations in the first
months of the war.

The beginning of the full-scale aggression
of the Russian Federation against Ukraine
provoked mass migration of the population both
within the country and abroad, which in turn
opened up a number of problems that are closely
related to this process, namely:

legal acts do not define the procedure for
registering Ukrainian citizens who arrived from
other places (changed their place of residence,
from the temporarily occupied territories) under
the legal regime of martial law, and most of them
do not have military registration documents;

when changing the place of registration of
persons liable for military service through the
web portal, the mobile application "Diia", the
TRSSC did not have information on the place of
registration of the place of residence in paper
form until the registration department received a
notification of registration or de-registration. The
guiding documents stipulated that a person liable
for military service should personally come to
register and de-register, during which it is
possible to clarify all the necessary data for
military registration.

All of the above issues have been
consistently addressed by amending the
legislative and regulatory documents on these
issues, and this process continues to this day in
view of the challenges facing our country.

In 2023, at the initiative of the President of
Ukraine — Supreme Commander-in-Chief of the
Armed Forces of Ukraine and the Commander-in-
Chief of the Armed Forces of Ukraine, an
inspection of the activities of all TRSSC was
conducted to ensure the implementation of
mobilisation measures. The inspection resulted in
a number of organisational decisions, including
personnel decisions. At the end of 2023, the
National Defence University of Ukraine held a
two-week advanced training course for the heads
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of TRSSC, where they received both theoretical
and practical training on the performance of their
functional duties. All of this should help improve
the work of the TRSSC in terms of manning the
newly formed military organisational structures
and covering the losses of personnel in combat
military units.

An extremely important task for the
military authorities and the TRSSC at the first
stage of mobilisation deployment was to form
reserve and newly formed military units. The
most optimal ways of manning them during this
period were:

relocation of servicemen from other
military units, including reserve military units
(subunits), in accordance with the relocation plan
approved by the senior leadership;

manning up with officers — graduates of
training courses and privates, sergeants (NCOs)
who have undergone appropriate training in
educational military units, in accordance with
applications submitted by the forming unit to the
General Staff (J1) of the Armed Forces of
Ukraine;

call-up for military service of officers
liable for military service with experience of
military service in a direct or related military
speciality, and of persons liable for military
service as privates and sergeants (NCOs)
regardless of their level of military training and
experience of service, followed by their basic
general military and professional training (under
separate orders of the General Staff of the Armed
Forces of Ukraine).

During this period, the units (subdivisions)
of the TDF were manned:

servicemen who have completed training at
training courses in educational military units, by
appointing them directly to regular positions in
the military units of the TDF in accordance with
the acquired military qualifications;

members of the volunteer formations of
territorial communities (hereinafter referred to as
VCTC) who performed the tasks of the TDF
under the contract, previously performed military
service and participated in hostilities, by calling
them up by the TRSSC during mobilisation and
sending them directly to military units;

members of the VCTC who performed the
tasks of the TDF under a contract but had not
previously served in the military, by calling them
up for military service during mobilisation
(enrolment for military service under a contract)
and sending them for appropriate training in
training centres, military training units, etc. In
addition, in order to prevent failures in manning
troops (forces) with human mobilisation
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resources during mobilisation and based on the
experience of performing these tasks, a number of
management decisions were made, the main ones
being:

manning was carried out according to the
following scheme: conscripted TRSSC
advanved training courses (TCs, MTS) — reserve
battalion (reserve company (battery) - military
unit (subdivision);

the possibilities of training at the advanved
training courses (TCs, MTS) for persons who
have not served in the military, as well as
professional training in the required military
specialities for persons liable for military service,
have been increased, so that upon completion of
the training, a trained serviceman with the
required military speciality would graduate;

advertising and campaigning work has
improved: through Internet providers, television,
press announcements, campaigning in chat
rooms, at enterprises, institutions, and higher
education institutions by representatives of
military units (primarily combat units);

task of the military unit commander was to
select and accept candidates for military service
under the contract as the main source of manning
the military unit;

procedure for using reserve officers aged
50-60 who have not previously served as officers
was defined (legalised);

increased liability of persons liable for
military service and heads of enterprises

(institutions,  organisations)  for  evading
conscription during mobilisation;
increased liability (including criminal

liability) for medical professionals who assist
persons liable for military service in obtaining
unlawful deferments.

Conclusions and prospects for further
research. Thus, the experience of conducting
general mobilization measures in the context of
countering the military aggression of the Russian
Federation against Ukraine has shown that the
manning of military units included in the
groupings of troops (forces), considering the
coverage of losses during their deployment, as
well as the manning of reserve military units and
units that were formed anew, was generally
carried out in accordance with the requirements
of current regulations and guidelines of the
Ministry of Defence of Ukraine and the
Commander-in-Chief of the Armed Forces of
Ukraine.

Improvement of existing and emergence of
new forms and methods of combat use of troops
(forces), use of the latest weapons and military
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equipment by the enemy causes changes in the
procedure and measures of mobilisation.

In this regard, in the current conditions, the
prospects for further research may include
studying, analysing and implementing the
experience of the work of the military authorities
during the general mobilisation in Ukraine,
manning troops (forces) with trained personnel,
training the Armed Forces of Ukraine on its
territory and training military units (subunits) on
the territory of partner countries, organising
military administrative activities and security of
daily activities in military organisational
structures in the context of the armed aggression
of the Russian Federation against Ukraine.

Studying, analysing, implementing and
improving this experience in the daily activities
of the Armed Forces of Ukraine brings Ukraine
closer to victory.

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As military experts say intelligence
revolution is taking place in the war in Ukraine.
Prior to the russian full scale invasion, the US
government opened secret information about
possible future full-scale russian invasion in
Ukraine, including possible russian axes of
advance and possible start date of the invasion.
The US government initiated the dissemination of
this information through mass and social media in
order to warn the international community about
russia’s intent to invade Ukraine. Additionally,
commercial assets including satellites, mass and
social media, not previously used in warfare,
were employed to support open-source
intelligence, and are playing an incredibly
important role [1, 2].

On 18 February 2022, at a press conference
just six days before russian full-scale invasion of
Ukraine, the President of the USA Biden stated
that he was sure that Putin had made the decision
to invade Ukraine. In addition, on 23 February,
the day before Russia started its invasion, US
Secretary of State Antony Blinken stated that
“...Russia will begin its invasion tomorrow” [2].

These series of the US administration
statements have some implications. One of them
highlighted that the United States possess
incredibly serious intelligence capability and this
fact helped to identify the date of the start of the
russian invasion. Information about russian troops
deployment was not too difficult to detect by
employing images from satellites and information
from different intelligence assets. However,
determining the exact timing of an invasion is
difficult to convey to other countries' leaders
without  specific  evidence. Second, this
intelligence, which is usually to be kept strictly
secret from the audience, was made public at the
press conference, despite the fact that it would put
the source of the information in danger [2].

There were three main reasons for the
Biden administration to disclose information [2].
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The first was to deter war, and the US
Government has released a series of statements
revealing secret information. It was hope that
publishing this information force the aggressor at
least to postpone its plans. Unfortunately, it did
not happen and Russia started the war. The
second aim was to unite the international
community. Initially, however, some NATO
leaders and many experts did not believe in
possibility of full-scale war in the center of
Europe in the 21-st century [2]. In order to change
the situation, the US administration made the
intelligence about russian possible future
aggression available to the international
community and this helped to unite different
democracies all over the world in its support for
Ukraine. As a result, just before the war broke
out, strong economic sanctions were imposed on
Russia, neighboring countries opened their
borders, accepted Ukrainian asylum seekers, and
provided all necessary material assistance to
Ukraine. The third aim was to counter false
information made by Russia. In 2014-th Russia
used information operations and produced a
serious of false statements temporarily occupied
Crimea. And, unfortunately, international support
of Ukraine at that time was not so strong, partly
because of the impact of russian’s information
operations. However, in 2022, due to
declassification of secret information and its
dissemination by different western media,
russia’s false narrative was largely disregarded by
the international community [2].

Alongside with intelligence
declassification, open source was incredibly
important for intelligence, but it was more
important for broader understanding what was
going on and as a result improved intelligence
making and decision making [2]. Some military
experts stated that the russian-Ukrainian war is
the first war where commercially available
services and digital capabilities played so
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important role as traditional military capabilities.
Employment of commercial satellites has
significantly improved situational awareness on
the battlefield and increased speed of action [2].
Besides that, utilization of artificial intelligence
alongside with commercial software applications
helped to increase the speed of action and utility
as well. It has become incredibly important to
sense and understand the environment, to decide
and act, and then to learn the lessons and adapt.
And what is more important — to implement all
the lessons learned. So, it is vital to be able to act
with sufficient pace in order to outpace the
adversary and win.

Open source has had serious impact on
intelligence [2]:

the first is the impact on anticipatory
intelligence. How we understood the russian
military forces build up around Ukraine and the
dissemination of commercial satellites images,
data and social media analysis, provided
situational awareness of deployments. The
importance of anticipatory intelligence has played
very important role not just for the military, but
for public too — in order to understand what was
going on. Shifting public confidence, ability to
share information about russian activity helped
the US administration to unite international
partners prior the russian aggression;

countering russia’s Information Operations
around the war during russian pre-war
deployment and revealing russia’s intent to
international community was important, but also
open source has been incredibly important in
order to be able to counter russia’s false flag
operations;

open-source information was also a force
multiplier. Through open-source information
every platform and every person were able to act
as a sensor. Almost every citizen and every
mobile phone has become a sensor;

crowdsourcing and the use of standardized
chatbots has allowed Ukrainian citizens to report
about russian units’ locations and movement;

lifting the fog of war: open source gives an
almost infinite number of jigsaw pieces and
helped to reach greater understanding as a
consequence.

Open-source  information  offers an
opportunity to realize what is happening, where it
happening, when it happening. It helped to
improve situational awareness on the battlefield
significantly [2].

Alongside with open-source intelligence,
commercial assets such as satellites and social
media, has also played an important role [2, 3].

Here some examples:
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In mid-February, before the beginning of
the full-scale invasion, Russia falsely stated that it
had started withdrawing its troops from the
Ukrainian borders. In order to reveal russia’s false
narratives, the Secretary General of NATO
demonstrated commercial satellite images and
proved that russia’s statement was false [2,3].
Mass media available to wide audience, played an
important role even before the development of
commercial satellites and social media, but in the
war in Ukraine, such open-source intelligence
plays a new and different role from previous wars
[2]. At the end of March 2022, when Ukrainian
forces retook the Ukrainian city of Bucha, the
international community was shocked when a
large number of civilian bodies and mass graves
were identified. Russia claimed that this was a
Ukrainian fabrication. In response, Western
media used commercial satellite images to prove
that the bodies lying in the streets of Bucha and
the mass graves occurred during russian military
occupation of city [4].

Ukraine has also created a mechanism for
Ukrainian citizens to provide information to the
government using an official app. The app has
reportedly been used by many Ukrainian citizens
to provide the Government with evidence of
russian military movements and war crimes.
Ukraine government publishes this information
on its website and provides evidence of russian
military atrocities to the international community

[2, 5].

Ukrainians have also actively donated
commercial satellite images for improving
situational awareness on the battlefield and

conducting strikes on enemy targets. In the
middle of fall of 2023 one of Ukraine’s volunteer
fund, bought the rights for getting images from
Finnish commercial satellite ICEYE, which
helped to improve detection of enemy forces and
its armament location [6].

It is worth to stress that during the first year
of full-scale invasion russia’s approach of their
ISR’ employment was not aligned with their
doctrines. For instance, russian Special Operation
Forces (SOF) mostly have not conducted
Strategic reconnaissance actions and Special
reconnaissance (Direct) actions due to the fact
that they were deployed mostly as part of front-
line infantry formations and conducted assaults.
[5, 7]. Typically, SOF personnel are assigned the
sorts of stealthy, high-risk missions in deep
enemy’s rear and russia’s SOF were not ready to
participate in engagements on the frontline, which
led to an extremely high level of casualties among
these units [5, 7, 8].
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Russia also faced a serious problem with
conducting reconnaissance on tactical level. The
main reason for that was that Russia had their
organic separate reconnaissance battalion and
UAVs company in mechanized rifle brigades, but
they did not get any reconnaissance assets at the
battalion level [5, 7, 8].

As a result, russian military commanders
reinforced mechanized rifle battalions with
reconnaissance platoons  from  separate
reconnaissance battalions, that is why they had
difficulties with interoperability. But Russia tried
to improve the composition (structure) of
mechanized rifle battalions in order to have an
organic reconnaissance asset at the battalion
level. Another problem with reconnaissance at the
tactical level was the way Russia generated
Battalion Tactical Groups or BTGs. BTG — was
an ad-hoc formation, created for specific purposes
and for set period of time, that is why battalion
commanders had limited knowledge about their
subordinate reconnaissance units and could not
employ them properly. They often used them as
an assault unit, and as a result of such decisions
reconnaissance units suffered from heavy
casualties [5, 7].

Next problem was that russian BTGs
suffered from heavy losses and were not able to
carry out tasks they were assigned to. So, russian
military leaders “solved the problem” — they
decided to generate a new BTGs combining two,
which had losses in the actions. And according to
russian military theorists — the new amalgamated
formation with requisite combat power was
created. But it did not work because mechanized
infantry companies might be from one BTG, but
reconnaissance platoon from the other [8, 9, 10].
They were generated from different russian
military formations and even from different
military districts, that is why the problem with
interoperability occurred (different means of
communication, encryption keys, logistics and so
on) [5, 7, 8].

So, first year of full-scale russian invasion
revealed some of the weaknesses of russian
Battalion Tactical Groups’ ISR [5, 7, 8]:

Inexperienced commanders on battalion
level were not able to use ISR assets properly;

Poor  training on  communication
equipment;

Lack of junior leadership;

Confusion as to the location of units;

BTGs’ relatively small allocation of
combat infantry led to employing reconnaissance
units as frontline infantry.

So, one of the lessons learned from russia’s
way of employing reconnaissance units was that
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russian force generation was not aligned with its
doctrinal concept of operations.

Weaknesses of russian reconnaissance
units and problems on the battlefield forced
russians to employ disposable infantry in addition
to ISR assets [9, 10]. Disposable Infantry was
mostly used on most dangerous axis of advance
in front of organic russian mechanized units and
employed human waves tactics and disposable
fire teams (up to 5 personnel) — usually mobilized
from temporarily occupied Luhansk and Donetsk
Regions (heavily attired from early rounds of
fighting), prisoners drafted by the Wagner group
and under-trained mobilized russian civilians.

Wagner group tactics was based on the
concept of human waves [5]. They formed assault
groups from 8-10 up to 30-50 personnel in each
one. Their task was to approach to Ukraine
Defence Forces’ positions as close as possible,
using arms and grenades, and capture a trench
under the cover of fire of automatic grenade
launcher AGS-17 Plamya. Tanks and IFVs were
not usually used for fire support in order to avoid
counterbattery fire. Leaders of each assault group
had a tablet or mobile phone with simple
navigation program and combat formation of his
group including position of each member and the
direction of movement. No one was allowed to
retreat, including wounded, punishment
immediate death penalty. Mercenaries from
Wagner group also committed war crimes, widely
used tortures and unhuman behavior towards
Ukrainian military prisoners and civilians. As a
result of human wave tactics during the period
from December 2022 to April 2023 russian lost
near Bakhmut 20 000 — killed in action, 80 000 —
wounded, 50% out of them were mercenaries
from Wagner group [5, 8, 9].

Lessons learned about of employment of
ISR assets during the first year of full-scale
invasion are:

disclosure of information did not deter the
war, but united the international community,
countered russian “false-flag” and information
operations;

the United States of America has a
significant intelligence capability;

open-source intelligence alongside with
commercial assets have played an incredibly
important role in revealing russian military
buildup on Ukrainian borders, proved russian
committed war crimes in Ukraine;

russian concept of operation is not aligned
with their employment of tactical ISR assets and
SOF.

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Destruction of enemy air attack assets during the Russian-Ukrainian war

Resume. The article describes the balance of forces before the beginning of the Russian-Ukrainian war, the
experience of destroying enemy air attack assets since the beginning of the large-scale invasion of the Russian
Federation, how the enemy struck, with what means, from what directions and how the effectiveness of Ukraine’s
air defence system changed during the repulsion of missile and air strikes. The article covers the issues of
peculiarities of missile and air strikes on the territory of Ukraine and tactics of their application. How the
assistance from our partners in the form of anti-aircraft missile systems has affected the effectiveness of Ukrainian
air defence. The article analyses the lessons learnt by the enemy since the beginning of the large-scale invasion and
where we need to focus our efforts to improve Ukrainian air defence.

As early as the evening of 23 February,
there was information that the Russian VKS had
begun preparing for strikes, and from 3 a.m.
onwards enemy aircraft took off and formed air
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strike echelons to launch a massive air strike.
After the massive missile launches, the number of
air targets on the air traffic control screens of the
aviation and air defence command posts was
measured in hundreds.

From the very first day of the war the RF
VKS attempted to gain superiority (dominance)
in the airspace of Ukraine.

The aggressor prioritized more than 50
targets, which it attacked, as shown in Fig. 1.
These were military infrastructure facilities,
command posts, military airfields, permanent
deployment points of military units and combat
duty positions of anti-aircraft missile troops
(AMT) and radio-technical troops (RTW) of the
Ukrainian Air Force.

On the fourth day of the war, after all the
missile and air strikes had been carried out, the
Russian command was confident that the task
they had set themselves before the invasion had
been accomplished, Ukrainian air defences had
been destroyed, and the ground operation could
continue with complete air dominance.

However, everything was not as the
aggressor  expected. The enemy used
approximately 100 missiles of various types and
140 aircraft and helicopters from different
directions. The types of missiles used by the
enemy on the territory of Ukraine are shown in
Fig. 2.

In reality that differs from the ‘whims’ of
Russian generals and Putin, Ukrainian air defence
has withstood and has been performing the task
of covering Ukrainian skies and destroying
enemy aircraft and missiles despite all odds.

The enemy audaciously discounted
Ukrainian air defence, underestimated its
survivability and resilience, as well as the courage
and loyalty to the oath of our pilots and anti-
aircraft gunners. The enemy thought it had gained
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air supremacy and moved on to its main task —
air support for the ground forces that invaded our
land. It was this catastrophic miscalculation that
gave our air defence a much-needed respite and
time to regroup and prepare a ‘warm welcome’
for the enemy.

At that time, the effectiveness of the
Ukrainian air defence system was almost 10%.
Some may have a question: ‘Why was it so low
and was it enough?’. There is an answer to this
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question.

To begin with, as early as 23 February
2022, the Ukrainian command received
information from its partners and its intelligence
that Russia was planning to strike first and take
out air defence facilities.

In addition, on the one hand, the aggressor
prioritised the destruction of the Ukrainian air
defence system and aviation at airfields. And on
the other hand, Ukrainian soldiers had a task to
ensure the survivability of their equipment and
units, as well as to defeat the enemy in the air [2].

And it did work. The vast majority of units

were withdrawn from the attack in time to reserve
positions. Therefore, in most cases, the enemy
attacked positions that were decoys or those from
which the Ukrainian air force units had
manoeuvred.

The main rule still applies today: fire and
manoeuvre [3].

3.How the enemy struck, with what
means, from which directions and how the
Ukrainian air defence system operated.

The conditional flight path of the Kalibr
cruise missile is shown in Fig. 3.

According to many experts, it is a very
serious weapon. The weight of the warhead is 350
kg. It is launched from ships, submarines, and
land [4].

It is used to defeat key targets, such as
command and control points, air defence bases
and batteries, and critical infrastructure. The
guidance system is combined: inertial in
combination with satellite navigation, and
Tercom (orientation by visually visible ground
landmarks) for attacking ground targets.

One of the biggest features of the Kalibr
cruise missiles is that they are launched from sea-
based carriers that are part of the Russian Black
Sea Fleet.

The next feature is that the missile has the
ability to fly at low altitudes to complicate the air
defence task. In-flight control of the missile is
autonomous, and the flight itself is carried out
along a predetermined route.

It should be mentioned that, given their
speed of almost 800 km/h, the Ukrainian air
defence system had roughly 30 minutes to
respond to the threat, as the distance from the
missile launch point to the point of crossing the
Ukrainian land territory is approximately 300 km.

The conditional flight path of the Kh-101
cruise missile is shown in Fig. 4.

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The Kh-101 missile is a new generation of
Russian missiles. It is equipped with heat traps,
has its own electronic warfare system, and a
Pentium 5 on-board computer. It is made using
stealth technology. The warhead is 450 kg. It is a
subsonic cruise missile, but its manoeuvrability is
higher than that of the Kalibr. It is used to destroy
infrastructure facilities, defence enterprises, and
ammunition depots. The range is up to 5 thousand
kilometres [4].

During the first two months of the war,
these missiles were launched from the Black Sea
in two directions. And since April of the same

year the enemy has changed its tactics and
subsequently carried out launches from the
territory of the Russian Federation, namely from
the area of Engels, Volgodonsk and over the
Caspian Sea [5,6].

In case of use of Kh-101 missiles, the flight
of which is carried out on predetermined routes,
the Ukrainian air defence system had
approximately 30 minutes to one hour to respond
to the threat.

Figure 5 shows statistics on the number of
missiles launched and destroyed and the
effectiveness of Ukrainian air defence system.

“Shahed-136” is an Iranian-designed
loitering munition, carrying 40-50 kg of explosives.
First introduced in 2020. As a rule, the aircraft is
launched in five units in a salvo. It belongs to high-
precision weapons [4].

Their distinctive sound, low flight speed of
up to 200 km/h, mostly predictable routes and
directions, low price and the possibility of being
destroyed even by firearms were the main features
of their use at the initial stage of the war.
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After receiving information about the launch
of the “Shahed-136” UAV, Ukraine’s air defence
system had one to two hours to prepare to repel the
attack, which also gave time to predict possible
UAV flight routes and for air defence units to
manoeuvre to the most threatening areas and select
the best positions for destruction.

Fig. 7 shows statistics on the number of
launched and destroyed “Shahed-136” UAVs and
the effectiveness of Ukrainian air defence system.

Starting in September 2022, Russia began
to strike at populated areas and critical
infrastructure in Ukraine using “Shahed-136”
UAVs [7].

Since October 2022, with the help of our
partners, Ukrainian defenders have destroyed
with almost equal effectiveness both challenging
targets — cruise missiles, and simple targets —
“Shahed-136” UAVs.

The combined massive air strikes with
ballistic missiles, cruise missiles and “Shahed-
136” UAVs, along with the rapid advance of
Russian ground forces, were intended to suppress
any will of the Armed Forces and civilians to
organise resistance. However, the skilful planning
and use of a limited number of available units of
the Air Force of Ukraine, combined with
measures to disperse, camouflage and directly
cover facilities and troops, did not allow the
enemy to achieve its goals.

At the beginning of the war, in March-
April 2022, the Russian Federation, having spent
most of its aviation and missile resources and
suffered significant losses, was forced to abandon
the large-scale use of its aviation in the airspace
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of Ukraine. The war in Ukraine has clearly
proved to the world that the ‘ultra-modern’ Su-34
and Su-35, modernised MiG-31, Mi-28 and Ka-
52 of various indices, Iskander, Kalibr and Kh-
101, which Putin claims to have ‘no analogues’,
are perfectly detected, shot down and fall burning
to the ground. The experience gained by the
Russian medal-winning ace pilots bombing
defenceless cities and towns in Syria turned out to
be irrelevant to the war in Ukraine, and the
number of Russian pilots who ‘did not return
from a combat mission’ was rapidly increasing
because, unlike in Syria, they were countered by
trained and motivated units of the Ukrainian Air
Force (Fig. 9).

Thus, the Air Forces of the Armed Forces
of Ukraine managed to disrupt the enemy’s air
offensive, preserve their own combat potential,
achieve parity and maintain control over the
airspace over most of the territory of Ukraine.

4. Features of the application of enemy
air attack assets.

Having failed to achieve its strategic goal,
the enemy launched missile attacks on important
critical infrastructure and settlements in Ukraine
in order to create an extremely difficult economic
situation in the country, in particular in the energy
sector, with the expectation of a long-term
destructive effect.

It should be noted that the peculiarity of
missile and air strikes on the territory of Ukraine
is that the enemy constantly changes its tactics:

1. Massive missile attacks with air- and
sea-launched cruise missiles and ballistic
missiles, which were spread out in time and
direction (the number of missiles per strike was
more than 100).

2. The use of outdated cruise missiles Kh-
22 and Kh-59.

3. The use of “Shahed-136” UAVs since
September 2022, which were launched on the eve
of missile strikes, mostly at night.

4. The end of October 2022, the first use of
Kh-55 strategic cruise missile, which carries a
nuclear warhead.

5. In February 2023, before a missile
attack, the enemy, for the first time in Ukraine,
used balloons with angular reflectors, some of

which had reconnaissance equipment on them. At
the same time, Su-24MR, Su-34MR, and A-50U
reconnaissance aircraft were in the air too.

6. Combined strikes using both missile
weapons of various types and UAVS.

7. Having failed in the ground operation,
the aggressor increased the use of guided aerial
bombs not only on the contact line but also in
strikes on Ukrainian settlements. Thus, since the
beginning of 2024 alone, the Russian Federation
has used more than 9,478 guided aerial bombs.

The aggressor upgraded existing guided
bombs and equipped them with a wing release
device. Some bombs have an ability to
manoeuvre and adjust the route during a flight,
which allows them to plan and increase their
range from 10-20 to 80-100 kilometres,
depending on the type of bomb and the type of
upgrade.

All changes in the aggressor’s tactics were
taken into account.

Let’s pay attention to the high performance
of Ukraine’s air defence system in May 2013.

The total number of drones and missiles
destroyed in Ukraine and the effectiveness of the
Ukrainian air defence system in May 2023 are
shown in Fig. 10.

What is special about May 2023?
First of all, Ukraine received Avenger, SAMP-T,
and most importantly, Patriot anti-aircraft missile
systems from its Western partners.
Second, the aggressor fired the largest number of

“Kinzhal” is a Russian hypersonic aircraft
missile system. The Kh-47 hypersonic missiles of
the “Kinzhal” complex are capable of hitting both
stationary objects, such as ammunition depots,
and infrastructure. “Kinzhal” is an aviation
version of the “Kinzhal” system. Warhead weight
— 500 kg of TNT [4].

Eventually, the enemy started launching
combined missile and air strikes from different
directions at the same time.

Now the aggressor has set itself the goal of
detecting and destroying the Patriot system at any
cost.

5. The impact of partners assistance on
the effectiveness of Ukrainian air defence.

Before the Russian invasion, Ukraine was
armed with obsolete Soviet-made air defence
systems developed in the sixties and eighties of
the twentieth century. This was the reason why,
on the first day of the war, the effectiveness of
Ukraine’s air defence system was very low —
about 10%.

Thanks to our partners, since the spring of
2022, Ukraine’s air defence has turned a new
page in its history, initially it was man-portable
air defence systems of various types (such as
Starstreak, Mistral, Piorun, Stinger) and then it
was gradually reinforced by modern air defence
systems, in the order of arrival, such as Gepard,
Stormer, IRIS-T, Hawk, C-125, Nassams, Crotal,
SAMP-T, Avenger, Patriot.

The receipt of new weapons made it
possible to significantly increase the effectiveness
of Ukraine’s air defence system to an average of
70-80%.

As a result, the systems received from
partners have been, are and will be able to destroy
Russian missiles, UAVs and aircraft.

6. Conclusions.
Lessons the enemy has learnt. Russia’s
stockpiles of cruise and ballistic missiles are far
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from unlimited, and given the minimal capacity
to produce them under sanctions pressure, they
are forced to look for other, more affordable and
cheaper means of destruction to continue terror
campaign in Ukraine. One of the first steps was
the wider use of “Shahed-136" attack UAVs.
Subsequently, the aggressor decided to transfer
most of the destruction tasks to air-launched
cruise missiles.

The most likely scenario for the enemy is
to expand the usage of missile weapons systems
that use a aero ballistic trajectory or aero ballistic
reentry vehicle at the final stage of the trajectory,
taking into account their effectiveness, both on
their and our side.

Ukraine’s limited means of countering
ballistic targets, the technical complexity of
intercepting them, and their high accuracy and
reach encourage the enemy to consider this
option.

To compensate for its losses, Russia is
constantly redeploying aircraft from its ‘rear’
districts and still has enough resources to
continue fighting in the airspace with the current
intensity for the coming vyears. Since the
beginning of the invasion, the size of the aviation
grouping around Ukraine has remained almost
unchanged, this fact is significant, although its
quality has deteriorated drastically, since the
aggressor is forced to replace the loss of modern

aircraft and  helicopters  with  outdated
modifications, sometimes even withdrawn from
storage.

Just as any military stockpiles are not
unlimited, so are Russia’s stockpiles of air-
launched cruise missiles, especially modern
models. However, letting our guard down and
assuming that air attacks will stop due to the
enemy’s lack of weapons is the worst solution in
current situation. For months now, Russia’s
leadership has been searching for a way out of
this situation. Unfortunately, certain changes are
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already being implemented by the Russian
leadership. One of them is based on the relative
availability of air and missile weapons for
external supply. Monetary expenditures or
obligations to partners can eliminate the problems
for Russia associated with the continuation of
designing or increasing the production of air
attack weapons.

With the increase in intelligence assets and
their effective usage, the ability to detect, identify
and defeat targets increases due to the decrease in
their mobility.

It should be understood that despite the fact
that the aggressor has concentrated a lot of forces
and resources for air attacks, the intensity of
hostilities not only on the contact line but
throughout the country is not decreasing, and in
some areas is even increasing. The disruption of
civilian infrastructure such as energy facilities,
especially in the cold season, is one of the biggest
challenges for us, and it requires large material
and financial resources to restore. And energy
facilities are not the only critical infrastructure
sector in our country.

Disruption of the planned training of
troops, restoration of combat capability, receipt of
new weapons and military equipment - all this
can become a purely military purpose for the
enemy of continuing and increasing air strikes on
targets in our rear. Therefore, not only the critical
infrastructure of our country, but also military
training grounds, supply bases and storage
facilities, defence industrial facilities, military
educational institutions and training centers will
remain the targets of the aggressor’s air strikes.

Prioritizing the strengthening Ukraine’s
air defence. If we want to close the skies over
Ukraine, we need to start with solving the
problem of detecting air targets. After all,
detecting air targets usually requires more effort
and it is more difficult than destroying
them. Today, the Ukrainian Air Force solves this
problem by skillful maneuvering of detection
means in order to constantly confront the enemy
with a new configuration of the radar field, which
requires time and resources. However, this
approach is more typical for covering groups of
troops than objects in the rear, and is used in a
certain way by necessity. The classic solution
would be to build a continuous radar field
covering the entire range of altitudes, including
extremely low altitudes. Certainly, this is a long
process that requires a lot of resources, effort and
time, but this goal must be set. Complaints about
the lack of funds should not prevent reliable
protection of the lives of not only soldiers on the
battlefield, but also civilians in the rear. Not to
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mention the fact that economic losses from air
strikes not only on critical infrastructure but also
on facilities that support the livelihoods of the
Ukrainian people can significantly exceed these
Costs.

The re-equipment of the Ukrainian Air
Force with anti-aircraft missile systems is a joint
and long-term systematic work with our partners.
It is important to remember that there are also
other important factors.

First of all, we need to understand that our
partners’ stocks of anti-aircraft missile systems
are exhaustive and extremely small. This means
that any decision to transfer SAMs to Ukraine is
and will be made by any country primarily to the
detriment of its own security. Therefore, we
understand that our partners have objective
reasons, but today we are their shield against the
invasion of the “hordes of orcs”.

Second, the accumulation of heterogeneous
foreign-made air defense systems in the
Ukrainian Air Force is not a very positive
tendency. However, we should remember that,
unfortunately, the threat of Russian air strikes
will not disappear, even after the war is over. The
presence of various systems of such high-tech
weapons as air defense systems in the troops will
be a serious challenge for their usage and
operation in a single system. That is why the
future list of weapons for the Ukrainian Air Force
in terms of air defense systems should be clearly
defined, agreed upon and adopted for
implementation by us and our partners.

Today, the Ukrainian Air Force needs to be
equipped with three classes of air defense systems
in terms of the range of air targets: short-range —
up to 40 km, medium-range — up to 100 km,
long-range — over 100 km.

Foreign-made medium-range and long-
range air defense systems can fill the gaps in the
Ukrainian air defense capabilities to combat
ballistic targets. The unification of most foreign-
made SAMs makes it possible to expand the
capabilities of SAMs by changing the
configuration and nomenclature of the anti-
aircraft missile.

russian president Vladimir Putin personally
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addressed the Ukrainian military, urging them to
"take power into their own hands" and negotiate
an end to the war. On February 26, Defense
Minister Oleksiy Reznikov received a phone call
from his Belarusian colleague and also conveyed
an offer from Russia to surrender. Ukrainian
generals also received messages or calls from the
russians urging them to surrender. Almost all
senior Ukrainian officers received similar
messages from unknown numbers.

In advance, Russia planned only one truly
military operation - the suppression of Ukrainian
air defenses. In the first days of the war, the
russians hit air defense positions, airfields, and
radar stations it was important for them to block
aid to Ukraine by air. Also, rocket strikes were
supposed to shock and fear the population and
convince them not to resist. In the south of
Ukraine, the russians succeeded, but in other
places air defense was restored within a few hours
or a day.

In the first days of the war, Russia tried not
to engage in fighting, but instead bypassed,
shackled and isolated Ukrainian units. Russian
strategy relied almost entirely on the success of
non-military operations, but this plan failed. This
can be considered one of the main strategic
mistakes made by Putin personally.

Russian agents proved to be unprepared
and unsuitable for a full-scale war, for example,
to carry out sabotage in the rear. Moreover,
russian war crimes against the civilian population
have changed the attitude towards Russia even
among representatives of pro-russian
organizations.

Russian intelligence operations and cyber-
attacks in the early days of the invasion were
aimed at containing and minimizing resistance.
First of all, the russians targeted communication
systems. Most of the attacks were repelled by the
State Service for Special Communications and
Information Protection, but the russians managed
to hack a Viasat satellite that provided Ukrainians
with high-speed Internet. Also successful were
informational attacks aimed at unconcerned and
vigilant civilians, especially in the rear regions.
Russia actively disseminated information about
the infiltration of saboteurs, in particular, called
on residents to report suspicious markings on
buildings to the police (probably the same
markings). Because of this, law enforcement
officers received a huge number of false requests,
which overloaded their work. Also, due to
information about saboteurs in the rear,
Ukrainians opened friendly fire, which slowed
down the movement of the Armed Forces and
politicians around the country.
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Analyzing the retreat of the russian
occupiers from the Kyiv, Chernihiv and Sumy
regions, the commander of the Ground Forces of
the Armed Forces of Ukraine, Colonel-General
Oleksandr Syrskyi, told what was the reason for
such a decision of the russian command. He noted
that the russian Federation really counted on the
success of the blitzkrieg and was going to take
Kyiv in three days “without much effort”, but the
enemy faced heroic resistance from the defenders
of Ukraine, suffered heavy losses and was
demoralized. Thus, due to the steadfastness of the
Armed Forces of Ukraine and the resistance of
the Ukrainian nation, russian military and
political leadership have been forced to change its
plans, as the war dragged on and went in a
completely different direction than it was
supposed to.

After russian troops had defeated from the
Kyiv, the military-political leadership of the
russian Armed Forces specified the goal of the
invasion to seize the entire territory of the
Donetsk and Luhansk regions. War criminal
Vladimir Putin has changed his rhetoric and
seems to have forgotten his initial statements
regarding the denazification and demilitarization
of Ukraine. He called the main goal of the so-
called “special operation” “helping people in
Donbas”. The occupation troops who escaped
from Kyiv were regrouped and used on Donbas
where russian had launched a massive offensive
in the second half of April. The russians
announced the second stage of the so-called
“special operation”. Western commentators
actively proclaimed the beginning of the second
phase of the "battle for Donbas".

So, after the russian armed forces large-
scale invasion into Ukraine, the aggressor's troops
in addition to the occupied territories on Donbas
managed to capture the northern part of the
Luhansk region and Volnovaha. Other cities,
especially Mariupol, Severodonetsk, Lysychansk,
Zolote, and Girske, were under heavy fire from
artillery and airstrikes during April. They were
partially destroyed. From the north, russian troops
developed an offensive from Izyum to Slavyansk;
in the south, Mariupol is in their blockade.
Western intelligence and the Ukrainian command,
after the defeat of russian troops near Kiev and
the actual failure of a large-scale operation within
the borders of Ukraine, predicted that the kremlin
would pull all its forces to the east and launch a
powerful offensive there. The local authorities of
Donetsk and Luhansk regions for several weeks
called on the entire civilian population to
temporarily leave the region. Most people did.
Some civilians still remained.
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The General Staff of the Armed Forces of
Ukraine concluded that the enemy s
concentrating its main efforts on preparing for an
offensive operation in the Eastern operational
zone with the aim of defeating the Ukrainian
Forces and establishing full control over the
territory of the Donetsk and Luhansk regions.
Russians completes the formation of an offensive
group in the Eastern operational zone, builds up
the management system and searches for weak
points in the defense of the Armed Forces of
Ukraine.

The intention of the russian command was
quite obvious and consisted in striking in
converging directions. For this purpose, strike
groups were created during the month. A group
consisting of up to twenty-two battalion tactical
groups was concentrated in the area of Izyum. It
was supposed to strike one blow to the southwest
in the direction of lzyum - Barvinkovo -
Gulyaipole, with a further offensive in the
direction of Zaporizhzhia - Kryvyi Rih. The other
is in the direction of Kramatorsk - Sloviansk.
From the south, the enemy from the Vasylivka -
Pology district was supposed to advance to meet
the 1zyum group, which was supposed to achieve
the encirclement of the Ukrainian troops. The
lack of fire parity between the Ukrainian and
russian troops in June 2022 forced the Ukrainian
command to use maneuverable defense tactics all
the time.

At the end of June, the first four American
M-142 High Mobility Artillery Rocket System
(HIMARS), capable of hitting targets at distances
of up to 70-80 km, were put into service of the
Armed Forces of Ukraine. On June 24, the first
use of HIMARS took place in the Zaporizhzhia
region. The targets of the Ukrainian rocket
launchers were ammunition depots located 40-60
km deep in the enemy's defenses. With systematic
strikes on such objects, the Ukrainian command
tried to neutralize the advantage of the enemy in
artillery ammunition.

Appearance and use of long-range foreign
artillery and missile systems in the arms of the
Ukrainian defense forces in June and early July
delivered significant fire strikes on the enemy's
rear. Due to the HIMARS bigger fire range the
russian advantage in artillery firepower had been
partly neutralized. The russian ministry of
defense officially announced the beginning of an
operational pause for “rest and recovery”. The
high effectiveness of the impression of Western
artillery weapons systems forced the invaders to
withdraw their headquarters and warehouses deep
into the rear areas. According to operational data
of the General Staff of the Armed Forces of
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Ukraine, the enemy completely changed the order
of ammunition and fuel supply, moving brigade-
level ammunition depots 100 km from the front
line.

On July 18, an important meeting was held
between the russian federation minister of
defense, Sergei Shoigu, and the commander of
the Eastern group of russian troops, lieutenant
general Rustam Muradov. Analyzing the tasks set
by the minister, international military observers
came to the conclusion that the kremlin realized
its inability to carry out an operational
encirclement of the Ukrainian group in Donbas,
and therefore preferred the tactics of gradual
capture of Donetsk region. Thus, the occupiers
intended to continue local offensive operations in
the direction of Siversk and Bakhmut.

An important aspect of the military
operations was the use by the russians of special
services and the “Wagner” Private Military
Company. According to the initial plan of the
occupation, the russian special services were
supposed to carry out strategic intelligence tasks,
but in practice they helped the occupying
administrations to establish power. This happened
because Russia was unable to occupy the entire
territory of Ukraine, and the tasks of the special
services at the front became less. When heavy
fighting began at the front, russian Special Forces
were partially transformed into light infantry. The
main reason: in recent years, the number of
Special Forces in Russia has been inflated, and
the regular troops have remained understaffed.
This deficit was compensated not only by Special
Forces, but also by the active maobilization of men
in the occupied territories of Luhansk and
Donetsk regions.

As for the use of “Wagner” PMC, at first
the russian authorities played a peripheral role in
the military campaign — to look for volunteers in
Syria and African countries to simulate
international support for the invasion. There were
no plans to wind down the African operations of
the “Wagner”, and at the beginning of a large-
scale war, they even intensified their activities in
Mali. But the failures of the russians in Ukraine
in the first weeks showed that an additional
contingent cannot be dispensed with.

Since its foundation, the "Wagner" actively
cooperated with the russian Main Intelligence
Directorate, but later, in particular, due to the
publicity of the mercenary owner Yevhen
Prigozhin, the “Wagner” became a separate
center of influence. Over time, specialized PMCs
began to appear, for example, the Redut PMC
engaged in intelligence and sabotage. Analysts
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predict that the number of private military
companies in Russia will grow in the future.

Civilians willing to resist the russian
occupation in the temporarily occupied territories
of Ukraine were and still are not lacking, but their
activities in the rear have several nuances. At
first, patriotic citizens went to mass rallies against
the occupation, but this did not have a significant
effect, and later the activists became the targets of
the russians. They decided to abandon this tactic.
Also, the Ukrainian underground left Ukrainian
signs in the occupied territories, such as postcards
or painted flags — this encouraged the patriots, but
did not scare the russians.

Active violent opposition to the occupiers
under such circumstances makes sense only
simultaneously with the army's offensive and
must be well coordinated — otherwise the level of
damage to the enemy is insignificant, unlike the
risks for the partisans. That is why the Ukrainian
underground is now primarily playing the role of
informers — transmitting information about the
location of russian positions and weapons depots.
This became especially useful when partners
provided Ukraine with precision long-range
missiles like GLMRS.

Russians have no problems with obtaining
data on targets in Ukraine. Also, they have own
network of agents on the free territory of Ukraine.
They are occasionally involved in direct action —
more often in informing about the locations of the
Ukrainian military and critical infrastructure
facilities. For this, they often use messengers,
messages are forwarded to intermediaries in the
countries of Western Europe. Their network of
agents is quite large. It is known that all the data
collected by russian agents in Ukraine about the
objects that the russians want to target flow into
one analytical center. Next, he sends data on the
target to the russian army units - depending on its
type, it is either an artillery unit, or an air force, or
a naval fleet. Next, these units attack the objects -
and often not in order of priority, but in the same
sequence in which they received the information.
Often, data transfer lasts much longer than a day
— during this time, the location of some objects
changes. It is also known about the cases when
the russians attacked buildings that have not been
of military importance for many years. This
shows that for the occupiers, it is often the
number of strikes that is important to report to the
leadership, rather than their actual effectiveness.

Despite all the shortcomings of the russian
information processing system, it works. This
means that in future conflicts, exposing the
enemy's intelligence network should be one of the
priority tasks.
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The success of the Kharkiv and Kherson
offensive operations confirmed the inability of
russian troops to hold previously captured
territories and sharply hit the prestige of the
russian armed forces and the aggressor state as a
whole.

In summary, Ukrainian actions on the right
bank of the Dnieper and in the Kharkiv region
should not be considered as two offensives, one
of which should have been more important. This
is one operation aimed at seizing the initiative,
initially operational, that is, in individual areas,
and ultimately strategic, that is, in the entire area
of operations. A condition for success is not only
the victory at Izyum and Kupyansk, but also the
capture of Kherson. However, the operation itself
began with the formation of favorable conditions
for the start of operations, and the strikes in the
south and north are probably only its stage. This
is in line with NATO doctrines, where such
actions can take the form of an operation lasting
several months.

The Ukrainian offensive had other
consequences. In particular, the enemy started a
partial mobilization in order to replenish losses
and annexed the partially occupied Luhansk,
Donetsk, Zaporizhzhya and Kherson regions.
Wagner's russian paramilitary group began
openly recruiting russian prisoners.

In addition, with the aim of an asymmetric
response to the Ukrainian offensive, the enemy
began to strike civilian targets and energy
infrastructure facilities in Ukraine. Next, russian
officials began to threaten the use of tactical
nuclear weapons against Ukraine, at the same
time intensifying the blackmail of European
countries by cutting off gas supplies. Moreover,
russia began to concentrate its forces in Belarus,
deploying a regional alliance of russian-
Belarusian forces there.

A series of crushing defeats of the
occupying forces caused the aggressor country to
seize the initiative and gain revenge. According to
analysts, the main focus in the confrontation in
the east of Ukraine at the end of 2022 - the
beginning of 2023 was focused on the defense of
Bakhmut. Initially, the battle developed as an
additional  direction of the attack on
Severodonetsk. But after the retreat from Kharkiv
region, became the main direction of the attack on
the north of Donetsk region. The enemy
concentrated the main forces here.

The battle for Bakhmut became one of the
fiercest and longest in this war. It began back in
August, when russian troops resumed their
offensive after the capture of Severodonetsk and
Lysychansk. During this time, the intensity of the
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fighting only increased. It was here that russia
first used assault squads of Wagner prisoners.
The heaviest trench battles took place here in
autumn, which reminded military historians of the
bloody battles of the First World War.

After the Ukrainian counteroffensive in the
Kharkiv region, the russians lost the lzyum
bridgehead. The front line moved 30-40 km away
from Slovyansk, and the strategic importance of
Bakhmut changed. The city turned from a
military purpose into a political one.

Bakhmut could become the first relatively
large city (population 70,000 before the war) that
the russians would capture from the end of June,
when the Ukrainian Armed Forces were forced to
retreat from Severodonetsk and Lysychansk after
two months of fighting. The capture of Bakhmut
could interrupt the sequence of heavy defeats of
the russian Federation in Kharkiv and Kherson
regions.

At the end of August, the russian army
managed to get close to the city. Captured
Pokrovske northeast of Bakhmut opened a direct
path to the suburbs and the private sector. But the
russians were stuck in heavy battles around the
city for many months. Russia lost at least half of
the prisoners recruited by the Wagner here. At the
beginning of January, the losses of the “Wagner”
group were estimated at approximately 15,000
killed and wounded. After that, the intensity of
the fighting increased significantly.

The sharp increase in losses is explained by
the transition from trench warfare tactics to
assault waves, which mostly rely on poorly
trained infantry. russia is trying to force events,

this brings greater dynamics, but also
significantly greater losses.
During the long months of fighting,

Bakhmut became a symbol of indomitability. But
cold calculation and the ability to conserve
strength win in war.

Some Western analysts believe that the
experience of the months-long fighting in
Bakhmut shows that it is better for Ukraine to
move away from the "game of attrition" and
continue the practice of forcing Russia to fight
the enemy in the most unfavorable conditions for
it.

Regardless of what goals of the war against
Ukraine are formulated and presented by the
russian leadership, the kremlin's main goal
remains the destruction of Ukraine as an
independent state, the destruction of its military
and civilian infrastructure, as well as the arbitrary
dismemberment of its territory by annexing
individual regions and creating pseudo-state
puppet entities. Accordingly, for Ukraine, the
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main goal of the war is to neutralize external
threats to the existence of the state and nation,
restore full state sovereignty and territorial
integrity within the internationally recognized
borders of 1991. This definition of the existential
tasks and goals of the parties to the conflict
determined the main factors that influenced the
changing character of the war on its different
stages.

Putin's hopes for the success of non-
military actions, the weakness of the Ukrainian
leadership, the shock and fear of the population
from missile attacks, the huge support of the
“fifth column”, the rapid surrender of the
Ukrainian Armed Forces turned out to be
unjustified and the blitzkrieg turned into a war of
attrition.

The comprehensive defense strategy used
by Armed Forces of Ukraine contributed to the
failure of the large-scale operation of the russian
federation within the entire territory of Ukraine
and forced Putin to change his rhetoric about the
denazification and demilitarization of all Ukraine
to the possession of the territory of the Donetsk
and Luhansk regions. At the same time, the
Kremlin was aware of its inability to carry out the
operational encirclement of the Ukrainian group
in the Donbas, so it preferred the tactics of the
gradual capture of the Donetsk region.

With the appearance and use of foreign
long-range artillery and missile systems in Armed
Forces of Ukraine service which delivered
significant fire strikes in the enemy’s rear and
successfully operated in counter-battery combat,
as well as the persistent activity of partisan
detachments and Special Operation Forces in the
enemy’s rear, the russian ministry of defense
officially announced the beginning of an
operational pause for “rest and recovery.”

In response to the Ukrainian offensive in
the fall of 2022, the enemy began to strike
civilian targets and energy infrastructure facilities
in  Ukraine, began partial mobilization to
replenish losses, and Russian officials began to
threaten the use of tactical nuclear weapons
against it. Russian war crimes against civilians
have changed attitudes towards Russia even
among representatives of pro-russian
organizations, Ukrainian resistance will only
grow, and therefore, even taking into account its
own mistakes, the Russian army is doomed to
defeat.

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Views on the basic concepts of territorial defense in the system of ensuring the state's defense
capability

Annotation

The large-scale armed aggression of the Russian Federation against Ukraine has highlighted
several unresolved issues and contradictions concerning the essence of the category of Territorial
Defense (TD), its organization, and implementation. These include the scope of measures and tasks to be
carried out during peacetime and special periods, its role within the overall system of state defense
capability assurance, the organization of management for implementing TD measures and tasks in both
rear areas and combat zones, and the mechanisms and key actors responsible for coordinating actions
and organizing interaction.

The purpose of this article is to develop proposals for defining the essence of the category
“territorial defense”, the content of nationwide, military, and special measures and tasks within the TD
system. This is based on the study of Ukraine’s regulatory framework for TD organization, existing
views on its implementation, and the analysis of measures and tasks performed by TD components
during the large-scale armed aggression of the Russian Federation against Ukraine. These proposals aim
to contribute to legislative amendments and practical application.

The prospect for further research lies in conducting a comparative analysis of territorial defense
tasks and stabilization actions during the conduct of military operations.

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Modern norms of international humanitarian law in armed conflicts

Resume. The article examines contemporary international humanitarian law (IHL) and its adaptation to the
conditions of modern armed conflicts. The author examines the main principles and sources of IHL, in particular
the Geneva Conventions and their Additional Protocols, which establish legal norms and principles for the
protection of persons who are not involved in hostilities or have ceased to participate in them.

Keywords: international humanitarian law, Geneva Conventions, hybrid warfare, cyber warfare, armed

conflict.

Statement of the problem. International
humanitarian law is one of the most important
branches of international law which is designed to
protect victims of armed conflicts and to limit the
methods and means of warfare. In the context of
modern armed conflicts, which are characterized
by the emergence of new forms and methods of
warfare, in particular, "hybrid wars", the issue of
efficiency and effectiveness of international
humanitarian law is of particular relevance.

Armed conflicts remain one of the most
serious problems in the modern world. Despite
numerous international  agreements  and
commitments,  violations  of international
humanitarian law are ubiquitous. The main
challenge is to ensure compliance with these
norms by all parties to the conflict, especially in
cases where the conflict is asymmetrical or
involves non-state armed groups.

Analysis of recent publications. Recent
studies in the field of international humanitarian
law point to a number of key challenges. In
particular, they focus on the difficulty of applying
traditional IHL rules to new types of conflicts,
such as cyberwarfare, conflicts involving private
military companies and non-state actors. In
particular, S. Denysenko highlighted the current
problems of international humanitarian law in the
context of modern armed conflicts [3]; M.
Hrushko studied the sources of international
humanitarian law and domestic law [2]; V.
Pylypenko analysed the application of
international humanitarian law to armed conflicts
of international and non-international character in
the context of war crimes [17]; |. Zharovska
studied the effectiveness of the rules of warfare
and international humanitarian law [7]; O.
Tsarenko and co-authors highlighted the issue of
violations of international humanitarian law in the
context of Russian armed aggression [20]; N.
Mamedov analysed the scope of application of
international humanitarian law during armed
conflicts [12]. However, despite the available
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works, modern norms of international
humanitarian law in armed conflicts remain
unexplored.

The purpose of the article is to analyse
the current norms of international humanitarian
law and their adaptation to the conditions of
modern armed conflicts.

Summary of the main research material.
International humanitarian law (IHL) is a branch
of public international law that is applied during
armed conflicts to limit the means and methods of
warfare [ 14]. It has deep historical roots dating
back to the first written laws of war. At the same

time, the development of international
humanitarian law is closely linked to the
evolution of armed conflicts. The Geneva

Conventions of 1949 and their Additional
Protocols of 1977 laid the foundation for modern
humanitarian law by defining the basic principles
of protecting war victims and limiting the means
and methods of warfare [4; 5; 6; 11].

In other words, IHL regulates relations
between states regarding the protection of war
victims and establishes rules for the conduct of
armed conflicts, both international and non-
international [16].

As noted by the authors of the manual
"International Humanitarian Law", in particular
R. Aliyev, M. Anufriev, V. Bortnyak, T. Hrytsali,
0. Drozd, O. Dubenko, and according to the
Instruction on the Procedure for the
Implementation of International Humanitarian
Law in the Armed Forces of Ukraine, IHL (the
law of armed conflict) is a system of
internationally recognised legal norms and
principles applicable during armed conflicts. It
establishes the rights and obligations of subjects
of international law to prohibit or restrict the use
of certain means and methods of armed struggle,
provides protection for victims of conflict and
determines responsibility for violations of these
norms [13].
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In general, international humanitarian law
(IHL) is applied during armed conflicts to limit
the means and methods of warfare and to protect
victims of conflict.

The main task of international
humanitarian law is to ensure the maximum
possible protection of all persons who do not
participate in hostilities or have ceased to
participate (due to capture, voluntary refusal,
illness or injury) during an armed conflict [15, p.
15].

Having analysed the opinions of experts on
the system of international humanitarian law
principles, V.H. Yarmaki identified a number of
key sectoral principles, among which the most
important are:

the principle of humanisation of armed
conflicts is a fundamental principle of IHL;

the principle of limiting the means and
methods of warfare (norm 70), which imposes
restrictions on the parties to the conflict;

the principle of avoidance of unnecessary
suffering, which prohibits the use of weapons or
tactics that cause unnecessary suffering (norm
14);

the principle of honesty and good faith in
the choice of means and methods of warfare;

the principle of environmental security,
which provides for the protection of the
environment during armed conflicts;

the principle of distinction (rules 1-24)
between combatants and non-combatants, which
obliges the parties to distinguish between
civilians and military personnel;

the principle of respect for human rights,
which remains relevant even during armed
conflicts;

the principle of protection of civilians and
objects, as well as victims of war, which provides
humanitarian protection to those who are not
involved in hostilities;

the principle of liability for violation of the
norms and principles of IHL, which provides for
prosecution for violations of international
humanitarian law [21, p. 97].

Although international humanitarian law is
based on a number of key principles, there is no
stable, officially defined list. Principles such as
humanity, proportionality, distinction between
civilians and combatants, etc. are derived from
the core provisions of the Geneva Conventions
and other international treaties, but their specific
wording may vary depending on the context and
legal sources.

Thus, most rules of international
humanitarian law (IHL) are derived from basic
principles based on moral foundations, such as
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humanity, mercy and compassion, and are
interpreted in the context of war. These qualities
are an integral part of human nature, and their
loss leads to a loss of purpose and meaning in any
activity, including defeating the enemy.

Each rule of international humanitarian law
is the result of the specification of the general
principle of humanity and its derivatives adapted
to the conditions of armed conflict, such as the
principles of distinction, proportionality, taking
precautions during an attack, and the prohibition
of causing excessive injury and unnecessary
suffering.

In this context, it should be noted that the
sources of IHL are international treaties and
customary international law. The main treaty
sources of IHL are:

The Hague Conventions of 1899 and 1907,
which regulate the rights and obligations of
belligerents in the course of hostilities, limit the
means of warfare;

The Geneva Conventions of 1949 for the
Protection of War Victims, namely:

Convention for the Amelioration of the
Condition of the Wounded and Sick in Armed
Forces in the Field (Geneva Convention I);

Convention for the Amelioration of the
Condition of Wounded, Sick and Shipwrecked
Members of Armed Forces at Sea (Geneva
Convention Il);

Convention relative to the Treatment of
Prisoners of War (Geneva Convention I11);

Convention relative to the Protection of
Civilian Persons in Time of War (Geneva
Convention 1V);

Additional Protocols to the Geneva
Conventions of 1977, supplementary to the rules
for the protection of victims of international
(Protocol 1) and non-international (Protocol 1)
armed conflicts, and relating to the adoption of an
additional distinctive emblem (Protocol 11) [4; 5;
6].

In addition to the Geneva Conventions,
which regulate the protection of victims of armed
conflicts and are referred to as the so-called
"Geneva law", international humanitarian law
includes other treaty sources. In particular, the
"Hague Law", which restricts the methods and
means of warfare, includes such international
treaties as the Chemical Weapons Convention of
1993 [10], the Convention on the Prohibition of
the Use, Stockpiling, Production and Transfer of
Anti-Personnel Mines and on Their Destruction
of 1997 [9], etc. Thus, the "Hague law" is focused
on the regulation of armed struggle, while the
"Geneva law" is focused on the protection of
those who suffer as a result of conflicts.
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Almost all states of the world are parties to
the Geneva Conventions relative to the Protection
of War Victims of August 12, 1949 [16]. These
documents, together with the Additional
Protocols of 1977, form the basis of modern
treaty-based IHL.

According to M. Hrushko, custom is an
extremely effective regulator of relations between
various actors in the field of international
humanitarian law. Its importance is reinforced by
historical and political factors of the development

of international legal relations. However, it
should be emphasised that the issue of
consolidation ~ of  customary international

humanitarian law remains unresolved, and the
process of its codification is ongoing within the
international community. This is due, in
particular, to the development of new types of
weapons and modern methods of armed conflict.
Thus, customary norms remain an important
source of protection in situations not provided for
by international treaties or when the parties to the
conflict are not parties to them [2].

O. V. Senatorova notes that customary
international humanitarian law consists of the
practice of states, which is perceived as a legal
norm (opinio juris) [19]. Customary rules of IHL
continue to play an important role alongside
treaty norms. In 2005, the International
Committee of the Red Cross (ICRC) published a
study in which it systematised 161 rules of
customary international humanitarian law. This
study is based on an analysis of state practice in
applying these norms and recognising their
binding effect on parties to armed conflicts [8].

We can state that modern international
humanitarian law is based on a strong treaty and
customary basis. Its principles and norms are
aimed at humanising armed conflicts, protecting
victims of war, and limiting the means and
methods of warfare. Compliance with IHL is the
responsibility of all states and other parties to
armed conflicts. Violations of IHL are considered
war crimes and entail individual criminal liability.

At the same time, N. N. Mamedov
emphasises that the application of international
humanitarian law is conditioned by the existence
of objective conditions and does not depend on
how the belligerents describe the situation [12].
That is, if an armed conflict arises between two or
more states, even if the parties themselves do not
recognise the state of war, such a conflict is
characterised as international and the Geneva
Conventions and Additional Protocol | apply to it

[4].
Thus, for the application of IHL, the key is
the actual existence of an armed conflict, not the
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formal declaration of war or its recognition by the
parties. An armed conflict is considered
international as soon as one state uses armed
forces against another, regardless of the intensity
or duration of the confrontation [1].

Accordingly, IHL distinguishes between
two main types of armed conflict:

1. International armed conflicts are
confrontations between states with the use of
armed forces. The Geneva Conventions and
Additional Protocol I apply to them.

2. Non-international ~ (internal)  armed
conflicts are situations where clearly defined
military clashes between government forces and
organised armed groups or between such groups
occur within the territory of one state [14]. They
are subject to Article 3 common to the Geneva
Conventions and Additional Protocol II.

Multilateral conflicts involving various
states and groups are mostly regional in scope.
They can be classified as international or non-
international depending on the composition of the
parties.

The following main criteria are used to
determine the existence of a non-international
armed conflict and the applicability of
international humanitarian law (IHL), in
particular under Protocol to the Geneva
Conventions:

intensity of the armed conflict - systematic
use of armed violence, not individual incidents. It
takes into account the duration, frequency of
clashes, and the forces and means involved:;

the level of organisation of the parties to
the conflict - the existence of a command
structure, the ability to plan and carry out
coordinated military operations. For non-
international conflicts, this criterion is crucial, as
it indicates the existence of a clear internal
organisation of non-state armed groups;

control over the territory - the ability of
non-state armed groups to control a certain
territory, which allows them to conduct
continuous and coordinated military operations

[5].

These criteria allow us to distinguish non-
international armed conflicts covered by Protocol
Il to the Geneva Conventions from internal
disturbances, acts of terrorism or isolated
incidents. Only if there is sufficient intensity and
organisation of the opposing forces can a
situation be qualified as a non-international armed
conflict, which implies the application of the
relevant rules of international humanitarian law.

Thus, the concept of armed conflict is key
to defining the scope of international
humanitarian law (IHL). IHL applies to both

international and  non-international  armed
conflicts based on objective criteria of
confrontation and the level of organisation of the
parties, regardless of the formal recognition of a
state of war. It is particularly important to note
that in non-international armed conflicts, the
provisions of Protocol 1l to the Geneva
Conventions apply only when the conflict reaches
a certain level of intensity and non-state armed
groups are sufficiently organised to conduct
concerted military operations. This ensures the
protection of victims and limits the means and
methods of warfare in situations of actual armed
conflict.

International humanitarian law (IHL) is
designed to limit the means and methods of
warfare and to protect civilians and victims of
armed conflict. However, in practice, IHL is often
violated by parties to conflicts. This leads to
numerous civilian casualties, destruction of
civilian infrastructure, and suffering of the
wounded and prisoners of war.

Thus, the armed aggression of the Russian
Federation against Ukraine, which began in 2014
with the occupation of Crimea and part of
Donbas, and escalated into a full-scale invasion
on February 24, 2022, clearly demonstrates the
imperfection of the existing mechanisms of
international humanitarian law and the need to
adapt them to modern realities. The events of
2022-2024 revealed a new scale and severity of
violations of IHL. In particular, during the full-
scale invasion, numerous cases of systematic
violations were recorded, including:

indiscriminate shelling of civilian objects,
including residential buildings, schools, hospitals,
in direct violation of the principle of distinction
between civilian and military targets enshrined in
the Geneva Conventions. The most tragic
examples of such attacks are the shelling of
Mariupol, Kharkiv, Chernihiv, Kyiv and other
cities of Ukraine;

the use of prohibited weapons, such as
cluster munitions and incendiaries, which causes
massive civilian casualties and persistent
contamination of areas, in violation of the
prohibition on the use of weapons that cause
excessive suffering;

targeted attacks on civilian infrastructure,
including energy facilities, water and heat supply,
endangering the lives of millions of civilians and
violating the principles of proportionality and
humanity;

crimes against civilians - mass killings,
torture, enforced disappearances and deportations
of Ukrainian citizens. Mass graves were
discovered in cities such as Bucha, Irpin and
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Mariupol,  which  demonstrate  systematic
violations of IHL and crimes against humanity;

misuse of symbols of protection - cases of
using white flags or Red Cross symbols to
deceive and conceal military operations, which is
a direct violation of the Geneva Conventions.

According to S. Denysenko, the evidence
that the Russian Federation is  using
unconventional methods of warfare against
Ukraine includes: sending armed mercenaries and
saboteurs to the territory of Ukraine to destabilise
society, organising terrorist acts against numerous
targets to intimidate the civilian population,
spreading false information about Ukraine in the
Russian media, and exerting political and
economic pressure on Ukraine [3].

In this context, scholars unanimously
declare the wvulnerability and violation of
international humanitarian law. Thus, O. M.
Tsarenko, B. M. Tychna, and T. Y. Fedchuk in
their study stated that Russia's armed aggression
against Ukraine revealed the lack of effective
mechanisms to monitor compliance with the
Geneva Conventions, which leads to their
systematic violations, and the international
community's response to such violations remains
insufficient. At this stage, international
humanitarian law, according to scholars, needs to
be updated and improved to ensure its proper
implementation by all subjects of international
law. In the context of the Russian aggression and
full-scale invasion of Ukraine, the lack of norms
that would ensure effective international coercion
against the aggressor or violating state is
particularly acute [20].

The aforementioned S. I. Denysenko also
notes that the legal acts of international
humanitarian law are outdated, which makes it
difficult to apply them to regulate modern armed
conflicts [3].

Accordingly, the current realities of the war
in Ukraine highlight the need to update and
strengthen existing IHL mechanisms to ensure
more effective protection of civilians and
accountability for violations.

Thus, the following are the main violations
of IHL observed in modern armed conflicts:

indiscriminate attacks on civilian objects,
including residential areas, schools, hospitals;

use of prohibited weapons (cluster
munitions, chemical weapons, etc.);

torture and cruel treatment of prisoners of
war;

sexual violence against civilians;

denying access of humanitarian aid to the
victims.
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The reasons for non-compliance with IHL
vary from deliberate violations to lack of
awareness of the law by combatants. However,
the result is always massive suffering and human
rights violations.

In addition to the practice of application,
there are gaps in the treaty-based regulation of
international humanitarian law (IHL). The 1949
Geneva Conventions and their Additional
Protocols do not cover all aspects of modern
armed conflicts. In particular, the issue of

prisoner  exchange remains insufficiently
regulated, which manifests itself in several key
aspects:

lack of clear procedures and mechanisms
for exchange. Although the Geneva Conventions
provide general rules for the humane treatment of
prisoners of war, they do not establish detailed
procedures for the exchange of prisoners,
especially in the context of contemporary non-
international armed conflicts. This leaves
considerable room for interpretation and allows
parties to the conflict to use the issue of exchange
for political purposes, delaying the process or
refusing to implement agreements;

the difficulty of exchanging prisoners
involved in war crimes. According to IHL,
prisoners of war who may be involved in war
crimes are not entitled to absolute immunity from
prosecution. This creates additional obstacles to
exchanges, as the parties may bring war crimes
charges to detain certain individuals, making it
difficult to agree on exchange lists;

problems with confirming the status and
conditions of detention of prisoners of war. The
lack of access to places of detention for
independent  organisations, such as the
International Committee of the Red Cross
(ICRC), often makes it impossible to verify the
number of prisoners, their identity and health
status. It also hinders a transparent and humane
exchange process, violating prisoners' rights to
humane treatment and family contact;

the role of third parties and international
mediators. Although the ICRC has traditionally
played the role of mediator in prisoner exchanges,
modern conflicts often require the involvement of
other international actors or states for mediation.
At the same time, the absence of a single
international mechanism to regulate the exchange
poses risks to a fair and humane process;

politicisation of prisoner exchange. In
modern conflicts, such as the war in Ukraine,
prisoner exchange often becomes a tool of
political pressure and trade. This violates the
principles of IHL, which require humane
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treatment of prisoners and prohibit their use as
hostages.

Thus, the existing gaps in the treaty-based
regulation of prisoner exchange require the
development of more detailed international
mechanisms and procedures that would ensure a
transparent, efficient and humane process of
returning prisoners to their homes.

Gaps in contract law must be filled by
customary international law. However, its rules
are not always clear and unambiguous. Therefore,
it is imperative to further codify and
progressively develop IHL to meet the challenges
of today.

Another problem is the insufficient
implementation of IHL at the national level.
According to the Geneva Conventions, states are
obliged to criminalise serious violations of IHL
[11]. However, not all countries have properly
fulfilled this obligation. Often, the penalties for
war crimes are inadequate or non-existent.

There are also gaps in the implementation
of IHL in Ukraine. The Criminal Code of Ukraine
does not sufficiently detail the elements of war
crimes and crimes against humanity in
accordance with the Rome Statute of the
International Criminal Court. The state bodies
responsible for implementing IHL do not always
have sufficient capacity to effectively investigate
violations in accordance with international
standards.

In addition, the rapid development of
military technology and the emergence of new
forms of armed conflict, such as “hybrid
warfare”, pose new challenges to international
humanitarian law.

For example, one of the main challenges
for modern IHL is adapting to new types of
armed conflict. Cyberwarfare, for example, raises
the question of the applicability of traditional IHL
rules to virtual space. Conflicts involving private
military companies and non-state actors also
create legal vacuums, as these groups are not

always covered by existing international
agreements.

To ensure the effectiveness of and
strengthen  compliance  with  international

humanitarian law, a number of measures need to
be taken at both the international and national
levels. This includes:

ratification by all states of the main IHL
treaties and development of the treaty base;

effective international mechanisms for
monitoring and prosecuting violations of IHL;

proper implementation of IHL in national
legislation and practice;
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systematic dissemination of knowledge
about IHL among the military, law enforcement
and civil servants;

cooperation of states with the ICRC and
other humanitarian organisations. International
organisations, such as the Red Cross and the UN,
play a key role in monitoring compliance with
IHL and providing humanitarian assistance to
victims.

Thus, only a comprehensive approach will
ensure the real implementation of IHL and protect
the victims of war. This is a shared responsibility
of the entire international community. The lives
and dignity of millions of people in armed
conflict zones depend on it.

Conclusions and prospects for further
research. International humanitarian law plays a
key role in protecting victims of armed conflicts
and limiting the means and methods of warfare.
As the experience of modern conflicts shows,
IHL norms are often violated, resulting in
numerous civilian casualties and massive
suffering.

The main problems with IHL compliance
are deliberate violations of its norms by parties to
conflicts, gaps in the treaty regulation of certain
aspects, and insufficient implementation of IHL
at the national level. The mere existence of IHL is
not enough for its effective application - effective
mechanisms for monitoring and prosecuting
serious violations are needed.

Prospects for the development of IHL are
associated with further codification of its norms
and filling in gaps in regulation, in particular, on
the exchange of prisoners, environmental
protection, cyber warfare, etc. Another important
area is to strengthen customary IHL, which
complements treaty law.

At the national level, states must ensure the
full implementation of IHL by criminalising war
crimes and establishing effective mechanisms for
investigating violations. In Ukraine, this involves
aligning the provisions of the Criminal Code with
the Rome Statute and strengthening the capacity
of the relevant authorities.

Equally important is the dissemination of
knowledge about IHL among the military, law
enforcement, civil servants and the general
public. Only by understanding the rules of
warfare parties to conflicts will be able to comply
with them. Therefore, educational work should be
an integral part of IHL implementation.

The international community must strongly
condemn any violations of IHL and take all
possible measures to punish those responsible.
Only the inevitability of accountability for war
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crimes can serve as a deterrent to potential
violators.

Compliance with IHL is a shared
responsibility of all states and non-state actors.
Respect for human dignity, even in times of war,
is a sign of civilisation. Therefore, promoting the
values of IHL and ensuring its implementation
should be a priority for all of humanity.

Armed conflicts, unfortunately, remain a
reality of the modern world. However, it is the
rules of IHL that can limit violence and protect
those who are not involved in hostilities.
Therefore, strengthening and strict adherence to
IHL is a moral and legal imperative of our time.
The lives and fate of millions of people in conflict
zones around the world depend on it.

Prospects for further research include the
development of a new legal framework to
regulate modern types of armed conflict, such as
cyberwarfare and the involvement of private
military companies. In addition, more in-depth
research is needed on the mechanisms for
ensuring compliance with IHL, including the
issue of prosecution for violations.

Thus, international humanitarian law must
constantly evolve in order to remain effective in
protecting human rights and freedoms during
armed conflicts.

Russia’s violations of the law of armed conflict

Resume. These materials are not intended for such specially trained personnel. They are instead intended to
enhance the ability of other elements and personnel to recognize the potential evidentiary value of information
encountered in the normal course of operations, demonstrate actions that can be taken to secure, collect and/or
preserve potential evidence of LOAC violations pending action by officially designated investigative or

prosecutorial authorities.

Attacks on civilian objects and critical
infrastructure.

Since February 2022, there has been a
grave loss of life and injuries among Ukrainian
civilians due to the hostilities carried out by the
russian federation. russian armed forces have
been unlawfully targeting civilians in various
ways, including deliberate killings, attacks on
civilian facilities, and subjecting them to torture
and other inhumane treatment.

According to the State Emergency Service
of Ukraine, on July 6, a devastating air attack was

These images appear to disprove russian
claims the killings occurred after their forces left
the Ukrainian town.

Strikes on Ukraine's critical infrastructure
during the russian-Ukrainian war are a war crime
committed by the russian military during its full-
scale military invasion of Ukraine to force the top
Ukrainian political leadership to negotiate with
the kremlin government. After defeat in the
battles for Kyiv and Kharkiv, the russian
federation conducted massive and methodical
missile  strikes against  Ukraine's critical
infrastructure in systematic waves.

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carried out by russian troops in the Lviv region.
During this attack, a russian missile struck a
multi-story building in Lviv, resulting in the
destruction of approximately 35 residential

buildings, 50 cars, and critical infrastructure.
Tragically, the attack claimed the lives of 10
people, and 45 others were injured, including 3
children. The incident caused immense damage to
both property and human lives in the area.

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One of the recent and infamous violent
attacks was orchestrated by russia in Kramatorsk.
On the fateful evening of June 27, russian troops
launched an assault on the city center of
Kramatorsk in the Donetsk region, employing
two Iskander missiles. The devastating attack
resulted in the complete destruction of a local
cafe named Rio, which bore the brunt of an
enemy missile strike. Explosions caused severe
damage to nearby multi-story buildings,
commercial establishments, vehicles, a post
office, and other facilities, with shattered
windows, glass, and doors scattered everywhere.
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Tragically, the incident claimed the lives of
13 innocent victims, including three children.
Among the deceased was Ukrainian writer
Viktoriia Amelina, whose life was cut short by
this senseless act of violence. Additionally, 60
people were left injured, including one child,
further adding to the human toll and the suffering
inflicted on the community. This ruthless attack
in Kramatorsk reflects the devastating impact of
the ongoing hostilities on civilians and
underscores the urgent need for peace and
stability in the region.

The ruthless and systematic targeting of
civilian objects by the russian federation has
resulted in the complete devastation of numerous
cities, towns, and villages in Ukraine. The wanton
destruction has left a trail of devastation, with
almost every civilian object in these areas
suffering damages.

Tragically, several Ukrainian cities and
towns have been reduced to phantom-like
landscapes, bearing the scars of relentless attacks.
Among those obliterated locations are Bakhmut,
Mariupol, Volnovakha, Vugledar, Maryinka,
Popasna, Soledar, Shchastya, and Rubizhne.
These cities and towns, most of which are
situated in the Donetsk region, have borne the
brunt of the chaotic and merciless onslaught on
civilian infrastructure.

Considering a full year of war, as of
February 24, 2023, direct damage in Ukraine has
reached over US$135 billion, with housing,
transport, and the energy industry as the most
affected sectors.

Damage is concentrated in Donetska,
Kharkivska, Luhanska, Zaporizka, Khersonska,
Mykolaivska, Kyivska and Chernihivska regions.

Reconstruction and recovery needs, as of
February 24, 2023, are estimated at about
US$411 billion.

The second Ukraine Rapid Damage and
Needs Assessment , February 24, 2022 -
February 24, 2023 (RDNA2), was jointly
prepared by the World Bank Group, the
Government of Ukraine, the European Union
services, and the United Nations in coordination
with humanitarian and development partners,
academia, civil society organizations, and the
private sector [1].

Since October 2022, russian armed forces
have repeatedly targeted energy and other
infrastructure across Ukraine with missiles and
drones, leaving millions of people without
heating, electricity, water and other vital
resources before the cold winter months. It
appears that the shelling was primarily intended
to create panic among the local population and
make their lives intolerable.

By 23 November 2022, half of the
country's energy systems had been destroyed and
50% of Ukrainians civilians were without
electricity or heating systems. By mid-December,
Russia had launched more than 1,000 missiles or
drones at Ukraine's energy system. According to
the World Health Organization (WHO), the
impact for Ukrainians during the winter
temperatures created the greatest health risk since
the second World War. Attacks on civilian power
stations imposed large economic and practical
costs on Ukraine. The strikes were assumed to be
part of russia's 'Strategic Operation for the
Destruction of Critically Important Targets'
(SODCIT) military doctrine, designed to foster
chaos and force the Ukrainian leadership into
negotiations. Satellites recorded Ukrainian cities
plunged into darkness after massive rocket attacks
on 23 of November (Picture 2)

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The russian military strikes, including the
use of cluster munitions, damaged medical
facilities in several regions. Since February 24,
2022, the WHO has recorded more than 1000
attacks on healthcare facilities, personnel, and
vehicles. The 1004 WHO-verified attacks over
the past 15 months of full-scale war have claimed
at least 101 lives, including of health workers and
patients, and injured many more. They have
affected health providers, supplies, facilities and
transport, including ambulances.

WHO defines an attack on health care as
“any act of wverbal or physical violence,
obstruction or threat of violence that interferes
with the availability, access and delivery of
curative and/or preventive health services during
emergencies.” This can range from violence with
heavy weapons to psychosocial threats and
intimidation that affect access to health care for
those in need.

“These attacks threaten the safety and well-
being of health workers and undermine care for
people living close to conflict areas,” said Dr
Jarno Habicht, WHO Representative in Ukraine.
“Attacks on health care are a violation of
international humanitarian law. They deprive
people of the care they need and have wide-
ranging, long-term consequences” [2].

The war has caused at least US$4.4 billion
in damage to education institutions across
Ukraine. As of February 24, 2023, at least 2,772
education institutions have been partially
damaged and 454 have been destroyed. The most
affected facilities are in the eastern part of
Ukraine; 64 percent of all education institutions
in Donetsk region and 38 percent in Kharkiv
region have been damaged or destroyed. These
estimates do not include the destruction of
educational equipment, so the true cost of damage
is likely higher.

Children are unable to study because of
constant rocket attacks. As soon as the alert
sounds, they leave school and head for bomb
shelters. Sometimes they have only a few minutes
to reach a safe place and run to the terrifying
sounds of explosions. Parents panic when they
realize their children may not reach shelters in
time.

The war has taken away the main holiday
from many Ukrainian schoolchildren - the prom.
Air raids instead of the last bell, school ruins
instead of an event hall.

Children who came face to face with war
on February 24, 2022, suddenly became adults.

Since the beginning of the full-scale
military aggression of the russian federation,
Ukraine has identified 208 victims of sexual
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violence by russian troops the press service of the
Ukrainian Prosecutor General's office said on
June 19, 2023.

Forced displacement of civilians.

Russia's full-scale invasion of Ukraine has
forced people to flee their homes in search of
safety, protection, and assistance. Millions of
refugees from Ukraine have crossed borders into
neighboring countries, and many have been
forced to move within the country. They need
protection and support.

The Regional Refugee Response Plan
brings together UN, NGO, and other relevant
partners and focuses on supporting host country
governments for safe access for refugees fleeing
from Ukraine in accordance with international
standards. It also prioritizes the provision of
critical protection services and humanitarian
assistance.  According to Poland, 1.5 million
refugees from Ukraine have registered for
temporary protection [3]. Statistics provided by
authorities.

Russia’s  federal = government  has
systematically relocated children from Ukraine to
a network of re-education and adoption facilities
in Russia and russian-occupied Crimea. The Yale
School of Public Health’s Humanitarian Research
Lab (HRL) identified 43 facilities involved in
holding children from Ukraine since Russia’s
invasion of Ukraine. Most of them are recovery
camps where children are taken for so-called
vacations, while others are institutions used to
hold children for foster care or adoption in
Russia. These findings indicate most camps have
engaged in pro-urssia re-education efforts and
some camps have provided military training to
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children or suspended the children’s return to
their parents in Ukraine.

The numbers of these camps can be much
higher.

In this system, there are four categories of
children:

children who have parents or clear family
custody;

children recognized by Russia as orphans;

children who were under the care of
Ukrainian state institutions before the invasion in
February 2022 (often due to severe physical or
mental disabilities);

children whose custody is unclear or
uncertain due to wartime circumstances caused by
russia's invasion of Ukraine.

On March 17,2023, the International
Criminal Court in The Hague issued an arrest
warrant for russian president Putin and russian
presidential commissioner for children’'s rights
Maria Lvova-Belova.

On April 27, 2023, the Parliamentary
Assembly of the Council of Europe adopted a
resolution stating that the deportation of
Ukrainian children by Russia is genocidal.

“The deportation of Ukrainian children is
one of the elements of russia's attempt to erase the
identity of our people, to destroy the very essence
of Ukrainians. This is a deliberate crime of
genocide committed by russian officials - this is
how it should be qualified both politically and
legally” - address by the President of Ukraine [4].

“Children of War” is the only platform that
provides up-to-date and consolidated information
about children affected by the war of the Russian
Federation against Ukraine (killed, wounded,
missing deported) and those who have been found
and rescued. This platform was created by the
Ministry of Reintegration together with the
National Information Bureau on behalf of the
Office of the President of Ukraine. Quantitative
indicators are updated daily by law enforcement
agencies.

Ukraine’s prosecutor general, Andriy
Kostin, said that his teams have documented
more than 19,000 Ukrainian children being forced
into adoption in Russia, and described it as a
crime of genocide.

General, 494 children died.

According to the National Police of
Ukraine, 831 children have disappeared.

In April 2023, we welcomed home 31
Ukrainian children who were abducted by
russians from occupied territories. This was the
most challenging of all previous rescue missions
due to russia's large-scale information campaign.

When heroic Ukrainian mothers arrived in
Russia to receive their children, they had a 13-
hour interrogation by the FSB. russian
ombudsman for children's rights, Maria Lvova-
Belova, held a press conference, trying to impose
her own version of events on the world. In
Crimea, russian authorities invited journalists
from the “Russia 1” TV channel for a staged
report.

Unfortunately, missiles are the deadliest
weapons employed against civilians.

Russia organized the mass murder of
Ukrainian prisoners of war to blame and discredit
Ukrainian forces, in particular, to prevent the
supply of effective weapons to Ukraine.
According to preliminary data from international
experts, Ukrainian prisoners of war in the
prisoner of war camp in occupied Olenivka were
killed with thermobaric weapons.

The russian occupiers do not care what
they destroy - zoos, shelters, houses, cities, or
peaceful Ukrainians.

However, not only civilians and their
homes suffer at the hands of russian torturers, but
also animals.

More than 300 animals were Kkilled in
Kharkiv’s Eco Park during the shelling. Before
the war, the park had about 5,000 animals of 300
species.

At the beginning of the war, russian troops
shelled the park. Orangutans, chimpanzees, deer,
a large tortoise, almost all pelicans and other
animals were Killed.

Many of the animals were injured, some of
them blinded, many suffered exhaustion and
dehydration.

Two people who were trying to feed
hungry animals at least once every three days in a
Kharkiv eco-park were killed by shelling.

Investigations.

The described war crimes cover the general
range of crimes committed by the russian
federation in Ukraine. Almost every Ukrainian
family has lost someone or something because of
the illegal acts of russian soldiers. All of them are
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seeking and deserve justice. Therefore, a lot of
work on bringing perpetrators to individual
criminal responsibility must be done.

A proper investigation into russia’s use of
prohibited methods of war - at national and
international levels - can help ensure that
members of the russian armed forces are held
accountable for war crimes, as well as the
country's top military and political leadership.

Ukraine as a State has internal mechanisms
and systems to investigate war crimes and it also
coordinates with international entities.

The investigation of war crimes committed
by the russian military in Ukraine is a complex
and coordinated effort involving various national
authorities and agencies, as well as international

organizations. Due to the gravity and
international nature of war crimes, such
investigations require cooperation and

coordination between different entities to ensure a
comprehensive and thorough process.

National ~ Authorities: The  Ukrainian
government and its relevant law enforcement
agencies play a crucial role in conducting
investigations into war crimes committed within
their territory. They collect evidence, interview
witnesses, and gather information related to the
crimes. The bulk of this work is done by civilian
agencies and personnel, rather than elements of
the Ukrainian armed forces.

International Cooperation: Cooperation
between different countries and international
bodies is often necessary in cases of war crimes
involving  foreign  military  forces.  This
collaboration helps in sharing information,
accessing resources, and coordinating efforts to
bring perpetrators to justice.

Documentation and Evidence Gathering:
The systematic collection and preservation of
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evidence are critical in war crimes investigations.
This includes gathering eyewitness testimonies,
forensic evidence, and documentation of the
crimes committed.

Prosecution and Accountability: Once
sufficient evidence is gathered, it is used in legal
proceedings against those accused of war crimes.
This may involve domestic prosecutions in the
affected country or international tribunals if the
crimes have international implications.

The investigation of war crimes is a
challenging and time-consuming process, but it is
crucial to hold those responsible for these
atrocities accountable and to seek justice for the
victims. The coordinated efforts of national and
international authorities are vital in ensuring that
war criminals are brought to justice and that such
heinous acts are not left unpunished.

Every day the Prosecutor General’s Office
publishes updated information on the number of
war crimes under the investigation.

More than 98, 000 war crimes are
registered by law enforcement agencies. All of
them are under investigation.

The experience of law enforcement
agencies in investigating and prosecuting war
crimes is quite unique for several reasons:

- active investigations during an ongoing
international armed conflict;

-the scope of war
investigation;

- the range of law enforcement agencies
involved in war crimes investigations;

- war crimes reporting system established
after February 2022.

Unlike the Rome Statute of the ICC, the
Criminal Code of Ukraine does not contain a list
of war crimes. However, Article 438 defines
violations of the rules and customs of warfare as
criminal offenses. This article is used by law
enforcement agencies to characterize war crimes
committed by russian troops.

Article 438 is open-ended: "and other
violations of the rules and customs of war, as
defined by international treaties ratified by
Ukraine", so it provides wide scope for law
enforcement agencies.

In the context of the ongoing international
armed conflict, the Ministry of Defense and the
Armed Forces of Ukraine play a significant role
in facilitating the investigation and prosecution of
war crimes. They are often direct victims or
witnesses of these atrocities in the areas of
hostilities. ~ Their  experience and unique
knowledge can be vital in supporting war crimes
investigations and providing valuable evidence
needed to bring perpetrators to justice.

crimes  under
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International  organizations, specialized
tribunals, and relevant law enforcement agencies,
both in Ukraine and around the world, have a
responsibility to conduct impartial and thorough
investigations of war crimes. These institutions
work to ensure justice for victims and compliance
with international law.

It is important to recognize the challenges
associated with investigating and prosecuting war
crimes in an ongoing conflict. International
cooperation and support are crucial to ensure
accountability and justice for crimes committed
in Ukraine and in other conflicts around the
world.

The Ministry of Defense of Ukraine and
the Armed Forces of Ukraine perform several
functions, including:

Reporting cases of potential war crimes for
further investigation;

Providing information
crimes investigations;

Act as experts in ongoing war crimes
investigations;

Members of the Interagency Working
Group on Interaction between Law Enforcement
and Other State Bodies.

One more effort of Ukraine to bring war
perpetrators to responsibility is international
cooperation and universal jurisdiction. All nations
have jurisdiction to try persons accused of war
crimes.

Several nations have
investigations including Germany,
Spain and Sweden

As of July 11, 2022, Estonia, Germany,
Latvia, Lithuania, Norway, Poland, Slovakia,
Spain, Sweden, Switzerland, and Romania have
all announced their intention to launch war crimes
investigations into the russian invasion of
Ukraine in 2022 under the concept of universal
jurisdiction.

Investigating war crimes and bringing
perpetrators to justice is essential to the
promotion of peace, justice and human rights. It
is important that the international community
support efforts to seek justice for victims and end
the violence and suffering caused by such
atrocities.

Forensic awareness.

Let us get acquainted with the concept of
"forensic awareness". It is related to “situational
awareness” a common doctrinal term. NATO
defines situational awareness as “the knowledge
of the elements in the battlespace necessary to
make well-informed decisions.” We will define
forensic awareness as an appreciation of the
potential evidentiary value of information

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available across operating systems at the tactical,
operational, and strategic levels. Units and
personnel who are forensically aware will
recognize the evidentiary potential of operational
information. If so aware, they will be better
equipped to preserve such information for
eventual use by investigators, prosecutors, and
tribunals seeking to account those who violate the
Law of Armed Conflict (LOAC). Lessons can be
learned about the application of the principle of
forensic awareness from the Ukrainian forces in
the ongoing war with russia.

A principle focus of forensic awareness at
the strategic level is the opportunity to utilize data
to influence others. This is largely a national
matter, yet information provided by military
sources can be vital to the success of such
initiatives — including basic forensic information
documenting the nature of the objects subjected
to enemy attacks. Ukraine has taken deliberate
action to publicize ongoing violations of the
LOAC in or&e_r to garner international support in

opposition of russia’s aggression. For example,
investigators from International Criminal Court
are now in Ukraine acting as expert consultants to
Ukrainian authorities. Ukrainian advocacy has
also helped motivate the countries of Estonia,
Latvia, Lithuania, Sweden, Norway, Germany,
Poland, Slovakia, Romania, Switzerland, and
Spain - all of which have all announced that they
are willing to exercise universal jurisdiction to
bring LOAC violators to justice.

Sensor data (Picture 6) depicts notional
tracks of aircraft missiles russian forces have
launched against Ukraine. Of necessity, air
defense radars and related sensors generate
precise data during the engagement process. The
data can vyield detailed information about the
origin, type, trajectory, and point of impact of
enemy missiles and other ordnance. Forensically
aware operators will recognize the potential
evidentiary value of such data and can take action
to preserve it in order for it to be provided to
investigators.

Site Exploitation (Picture 7) depicts the
result of a missile strike on a Ukrainian
residential apartment block. Military intelligence,
ordnance personnel, or other elements who
conduct impact site exploitation will strive to
identify the enemy ordnance, which was
employed.

After Ukrainian forces drove the russians
from this location, Russia asserted that the bodies
had been planted by Ukrainian forces.

Exercising forensic awareness, Ukrainian
forces rapidly exploited open-source intelligence
- the satellite imagery - which helped document
that the bodies were present during the russian
occupation of Bucha and hence that the murders
were likely committed by russian forces.

This image (Picture 10) is from a video
made by a Ukrainian soldier as his unit entered
Bucha.

Forensically aware small units take can
action on the ground such as this to help gather

and preserve potential evidence. As the tactical
situation permits, and without disturbing the
scene, small units should take immediate action
to secure scenes, photograph the general situation,
identify and record the identities of potential
witnesses and preserve this data for transmission
to trained investigators. Tactical units are
typically not trained nor expected to conduct
investigations, yet a hasty effort to capture basic
data can be essential to preserve essential
evidence for future use of those who will conduct
subsequent formal investigations. All actions
taken should be reported to the next higher
headquarters to facilitate engagement by
forensically trained personnel.

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International military assistance to Ukraine

Resume. The article analyzes the provision of international military assistance to Ukraine by partner
countries during the Russian-Ukrainian war.

During the large-scale armed aggression of the Russian Federation on the territory of sovereign and
independent Ukraine, the most pressing problems are the provision of weapons and military equipment, missiles
and ammunition, food, clothing, fuel and lubricants, engineering equipment, and other necessary material
resources. Also, special attention is paid to one of the main functions of logistics - transportation of international
military assistance to Ukraine, which must be done covertly and with the use of camouflage means.

Many countries around the world have united to help Ukraine with the necessary military, humanitarian and
financial resources. Many countries around the world are training members of the Ukrainian Armed Forces in
operational and tactical planning according to NATO standards, training units in diverse combat situations, and in
the use of weapons and military equipment and its maintenance and repair.

The International Coalition provides Ukraine with military, political, financial, humanitarian, human rights
and reform support, as well as sanctions policy against the aggressor country that unleashed the war against
Ukraine. The provision of international military assistance to Ukraine is a key point in equipping and preparing the
Armed Forces of Ukraine to repel a Russian attack.

This analysis makes it clear that it is important to provide troops (forces) with the necessary material
resources, which directly affect the successful execution of operations (combat operations).

In the framework of international technical
assistance to Ukraine, cooperation was carried out
with the United States, the United Kingdom, the
European Union, Australia and more than 20
international organizations.

The Japanese State has also provided a
variety of support to Ukraine, including non-
lethal equipment such as trucks and unmanned
aerial vehicles, a contribution to the NATO
Comprehensive Assistance Package Trust Fund
for Ukraine, treatment of wounded Ukrainian
servicemen; and cooperation in the field of
intelligence in the security and defense sector.
Japan provides assistance to Ukraine in
accordance with its constitutional and legal
requirements and provisions.

Since 2024, in accordance with the
regulations of Ukraine, international military
assistance has been established, which is
considered as targeted assistance provided to the
security and defense forces in accordance with
their identified needs by partner states on a free
and irrevocable basis to support Ukraine during
martial law in the form of weapons, military and
special equipment, logistics, works and services,
other resources not prohibited by law, except for
financial resources in national or foreign currency

[3].

Given Russia's great advantage over
Ukraine in terms of manpower, weapons, and
military equipment, it is necessary to meet the
needs of Ukraine in terms of material resources to
deter Russian aggression and to win.
Unfortunately, the balance of power and
resources was not in Ukraine's favor from the
very beginning. For example, in 2021, the
Russian economy was 7.6 times larger than
Ukraine's in terms of gross domestic product
(GDP) calculated at purchasing power parity
(PPP) at current prices. Russia's GDP in PPP
terms amounted to $4 trillion 494 billion, while
Ukraine's GDP in PPP terms was $558 billion.
Russia's population is 3.3 times larger than
Ukraine's. In 2021, the population of the Russian
Federation amounted to 143.4 million, while in
Ukraine it was 43.81 million.

The total number of military formations of
the Russian Federation in 2021 amounted to
1.454 million against 261 thousand servicemen of
the Armed Forces of Ukraine, which is almost 5
times higher. Russia's superiority over Ukraine is
9.6 times in combat aviation, 6.5 times in
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armored vehicles, and 2.6 times in artillery,
mortars, and MLRS. That is, the advantage was
on average 5 times in favor of the Russian
Federation.

In December 2022, the ratio of the parties
in manpower was at least equalized. The RF
Armed Forces were even 14% ahead of the AFU
after the “partial mobilization” in Russia.
Although in the summer, the number of
Ukrainian Armed Forces at the front was twice as
high as the Russian military formations in some
parts of the contact line.

The number of Russian Armed Forces in
December 2022 increased by 70% compared to
February. The numerical advantage was achieved
at the expense of quality, but the new numerous
units need to be provided with the necessary
weapons and military equipment, equipment and
food.

In a comparison of armaments, Russia is
twice as superior to Ukraine in terms of tanks
(2000 vs. 1000), and retains a threefold advantage
in artillery systems. Despite serious supplies of
various types of armored vehicles to Ukraine, the
Russian Armed Forces still has a more than 3.5-
fold advantage in this type of weaponry.

In 2022, the Russian army lost 60% of the
total stock of tanks, 40% of armored combat
vehicles, 20% of artillery and 70% of missiles.

In 2022, the Ukrainian army fired 6,000 to
7,000 artillery shots daily, while the Russians
fired 40,000 to 50,000. In the course of hostilities,
both sides of the conflict are consuming weapons
and ammunition at a rate unseen since World War
Il. For example, in Afghanistan, where NATO
troops fired 300 artillery rounds a day. Ukraine's
armed forces sometimes fire up to a thousand
missiles a day, and they still need military
assistance to counter the Russian army.

In early 2022, Russians were producing
about 250,000 152mm shells per year. In early
2023, the Russians increased their production of
152mm shells to 1 million per year. Throughout
the year, this number grew and currently stands at
1.325 million shells as of 2024. In addition, the
number of 122mm artillery shells produced by
Russia has increased to 800 thousand as of 2024.
Thus: 1.3 million 152-mm and 0.8 million 122-
mm per year.

Russia used 12 million artillery shells in
2022, 8 million in 2023, and about 4 million in
2024, including North Korean supplies.

Given the need for the Armed Forces of
Ukraine to perform combat missions to repel the
enemy, at the beginning of Russia's large-scale
armed aggression, 1000 tanks, 2000 artillery
systems, 3000 light armored vehicles, as well as
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up to 100 fighters and massive supplies of air
defense systems and large quantities of
ammunition were required.

In order to reduce Ukraine's dependence on
Western supplies, it is necessary to develop its
own production of weapons, shells, and
equipment. But it is dangerous to do this on the
territory of the country, so to ensure its
survivability, it is done on the production base of
Eastern and Central European countries. For
example, the Czech Republic has launched the
production of reconnaissance and attack drones
for Ukraine. UAC has launched mass production
of Leleka-LR reconnaissance UAVs and Bulava
attack drones for the Ukrainian army. The
company plans to supply about a hundred
reconnaissance and attack UAVSs per year.

Therefore, the provision of international
military assistance is one of the most important
sources of providing the Armed Forces of
Ukraine with material and technical means to
deter Russia's armed aggression. In this regard,
Ukraine desperately needed international military
assistance.

The provision of international military
assistance by the United States began before
Russia's large-scale armed aggression on the
territory of independent Ukraine.

Thus, the United States and other NATO
countries supplied non-lethal equipment, armored
vehicles, boats, and radars in rather limited
quantities until the end of 2021. Only Lithuania
has been supplying Ukraine with small arms and
ammunition since 2015, and the United States has
begun to transfer limited quantities of FGM-148
Javelin anti-tank missile systems and other
weapons since 2018. The situation began to
change only in the fall of 2021, when, amid the
concentration of Russian troops on Ukraine's
borders, there were larger supplies of small arms,
anti-tank and portable anti-aircraft missile
systems.

In 2022, according to the Kiel Institute for
the World Economy, international support for
Ukraine was announced totaling €113.11 billion
or $119.07 hillion, and including the assistance of
international institutions such as the UN, the Red
Cross, the IMF and others, €128.99 billion or
$135.7 billion, of which €71.26 billion or $75.02
billion was promised to support the economy and
social sphere of Ukraine, and €16.58 billion or
$17.45 billion for humanitarian needs.

The international community, mainly
represented by the United States, the United
Kingdom, the British Commonwealth and the EU
members that make up the NATO bloc, has
assumed the bulk of the military commitments in
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the amount of €40.97 billion ($43.13 billion) in
2022.

Since the beginning of its large-scale
armed aggression, Russia has been spending an
average of $8 billion in budgetary and extra-
budgetary funds per month, while Ukraine spends
$4.4 billion per month on the war, about half of
which comes from allied assistance. If Ukraine
were to receive all of the aid in full, it would be
able to spend $6.7 billion on military needs every
month. And this would still be 15% less than
what Russia spends. That is, it would be enough
to maintain defense capabilities, but not enough
to achieve victory in a relatively short time.

As a result, from February 24 to December
31, 2022, Ukraine's budget received $28.1 billion
from international partners, according to a report
by the Center for Economic Strategies. Among
these funds, about UAH 12 billion are grants.

The largest contributions to the Ukrainian
state budget were made by the United States, the
EU, Germany, Canada, and the United Kingdom.
Aid from these countries accounts for one third of
the expenditures of the Ukrainian consolidated
budget in 2022.

Since the beginning of the Russian
aggression, the United States has provided the
Ukrainian army with more than $20 billion worth
of weapons. The United States is also the largest
foreign donor to the Ukrainian budget. The total
amount of international aid that has been
transferred to the Ukrainian budget since
February 24 has exceeded $28 billion. We
summarize military aid from the United States
and total aid from countries and international
organizations.

The Armed Forces of Ukraine have the
most urgent needs: Air defense systems, anti-
aircraft guns, man-portable air defense systems,
artillery shells and armored vehicles.

The first group of needs relates to all air
and missile defense systems without exception,
including ammunition. Ukraine needs as many
high-tech air defense systems as possible, and
that is why we are negotiating not only new
Patriot batteries, but also the supply of new
NASAMS, IRIS-T, and Crotale systems.

Ukraine is also interested in additional anti-
aircraft systems such as Gepard and Vulcan; man-
portable air defense systems such as Stinger and
others.

Artillery shells of all calibers remain an
extremely important need.

In other words, for Ukraine to win, it needs
to achieve superiority in weapons, ammunition,
and equipment. This advantage can be gained if
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the support of the allies reaches $16 billion per
month.

In order to turn the tide of the war and win
by reducing military and civilian casualties,
Ukraine needs $168 billion in aid from the EU,
NATO, the US, and other countries in 2023.

Currently, Ukraine receives defense
resources from the United States under five free
assistance programs and two programs for the
purchase of defense resources for money:

1) Presidential Drawdown Authority
(PDA) - presidential authority to transfer defense
resources;

2) Ukraine Security Assistance Initiative
(USAI) - an initiative to promote Ukraine's
security;

3) Foreign Military Financing (FMF) -
foreign military financing;

4) Excess Defense Articles (EDA) - surplus
defense resources;

5) Third Party Transfers (TPT) - transfer of
defense resources from a third party. There are
also two programs for purchasing defense
resources for money. These are Foreign Military
Sales (FMS) and Direct Commercial Sales
(DCS).

In 2022, the US Department of Defense
financed the repair of 45 T-72B tanks from the
Czech reserve and 20 MI-17 units belonging to
the former Afghan government.

The total amount of US military assistance
from February 24, 2022 to October 2024
amounted to $64 (-8.2) billion (2022 - $21.2
billion, 2023 - $25.0 billion).

The basic program is PDA, the supply of
weapons from the US Army's stockpile. Other
programs include the USAI program, orders to
manufacturers or purchases from partners, and the
FMF program, grants for the purchase of
weapons and military services.

At the beginning of the war, Ukraine asked
for logistical assistance from NATO in order to
defeat Russia. In a couple of months, Western
allies created the Ramstein platform and gave
Ukraine hundreds of military aid packages. Some
of the countries donated more than 40% of their
own stockpiles of weapons and military
equipment.

For example, on April 22, 2022, the head
of the Pentagon, US Secretary of Defense Lloyd
Austin invited representatives of 40 allied
countries to meet in Germany to discuss Ukraine's
long-term security needs in the event of a full-
scale Russian invasion of Ukraine. US
Department of Defense spokesman John Kirby
said that defense ministers and senior generals
from NATO and non-NATO countries had
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accepted the invitation to meet on April 26, 2022,
at the US-controlled Ramstein air base in
Germany. He described the meeting as a
“consultation” that looks at how to provide
military strength and reinforcements to Ukraine.
This includes cataloging the industrial capabilities
of the partners to see how their weapons
manufacturers can continue to help Ukraine.
Kirby emphasized that the meeting was not held
under the auspices of NATO, but that all NATO
member states were represented in full[8].

Subsequently, the meetings took place in
different formats and locations (in particular, the
third meeting was held in Brussels, but was
unofficially called “Ramstein-2”, ..., “Ramstein-
257, etc. within the framework of the
“Consultative Group on Ukraine's Defense”.

The first meeting was attended by 30
NATO member states, as well as partners from
the Pacific region (Australia, South Korea, New
Zealand, Japan), the Middle East (Israel, Jordan,
Qatar) and Africa (Kenya, Liberia, Morocco,
Tunisia). The Ukrainian delegation was headed
by the Minister of Defense of Ukraine Oleksiy
Reznikov.

At the end of the meeting, it was decided
that NATO and its allies would try to help
Ukraine with the most necessary supplies as soon
as possible. According to White House press
secretary Jen Psaki, more than 30 countries
pledged more than $5 billion in aid during the
meeting.

The parties also agreed to organize a new
“Ukraine Defense Advisory Group” that will
meet monthly online or in person. The purpose of
the meetings will be to coordinate urgent
assistance to Ukraine [8].

The next 25 meetings were attended by
more than 50 states to provide timely
international military assistance to Ukraine. A
series of diplomatic meetings of defense ministers
from several dozen countries in the Ramstein
format were held to synchronize and accelerate
the provision of military weapons to Ukraine to
counter a full-scale Russian invasion and to
discuss support for Ukraine after the war.

In addition to the Ramstein format, many
associations and coalitions of countries have been
created to provide international military
assistance to Ukraine. For example, on the eve of
the emergency meeting in the Ramstein-8 format,
the defense ministers of nine European countries
signed the Tallinn Declaration, which provides
for unprecedented military assistance to Ukraine.
Thus, Estonia, the United Kingdom, Poland,
Latvia, Lithuania, Denmark, the Czech Republic,
the Netherlands, and Slovakia expressed their
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determination to jointly provide an unprecedented
set of military assistance to Ukraine, including
tanks, armored personnel carriers, air defense
systems, heavy artillery, and ammunition.

As part of the supply of weapons and
equipment to Ukraine during the Russian
invasion to repel Russian aggression, a drone
coalition was created by an organization of 16
countries that are involved in the production and
transfer of drones to Ukraine.

At a meeting of the Contact Group on
Ukraine's Defense, a coalition in support of
Ukraine's air defense was launched with NATO
colleagues.

A tank coalition was created to
successfully counterattack and inflict significant
losses on the enemy. Coalitions with partner
countries on demining and an IT coalition
consisting of 14 countries have also been created.

Ukraine took part in the largest Cyber
Coalition exercise in NATO's history, which took
place in the Estonian capital of Tallinn at the end
of 2023.

In 2023, the UK and Norway created a
“maritime coalition” to help Ukraine, and in
2024, Spain joined.

A coalition of aviation capabilities is also
being created to organize 14 countries that will
participate in the transfer of Western-style multi-
purpose fighters to Ukraine under the ITA to
repel Russian aggression starting in 2022.

24 NATO countries (the UK, Germany,
France, Denmark, Canada, Italy, the Netherlands,
Finland, Latvia, Spain, Belgium, Portugal,
Sweden, Iceland, Norway, the US, Estonia,
Lithuania, Poland, Luxembourg, Romania, the
Czech Republic, Slovenia, Croatia) and Japan,
Ireland and the EU have signed a Security
Cooperation Agreement with Ukraine. So far, 8
out of 32 NATO countries have not signed the
agreement: Albania, Bulgaria, Greece, North
Macedonia, Montenegro, Slovakia, Turkey,
Hungary, and Turkey.

International military assistance includes
not only the provision of material and technical
means, but also training of Ukrainian soldiers in
NATO standards, rules of use of weapons and
military equipment, and tactical actions in various
types of combat.

Training of the Ukrainian military abroad
is a very important factor in improving the
combat capability of the Armed Forces of
Ukraine.

Almost all EU and NATO countries have
joined various training programs for Ukrainian
military personnel.
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In the UK, about 50,000 Ukrainian military
personnel, including military medics, engineers,
helicopter crews, and search and rescue missions,
have gradually gained combat experience, taking
turns. In Germany, NATO instructors are training
Ukrainian units in tactical operations. And this is
of great benefit. After all, the training will take
place in many areas: from acquiring skills in
providing medical care at the hospital stage and
targeted fire to coordination within units.

The training of personnel and combined
arms units of the Armed Forces of Ukraine is
conducted in Poland, the Czech Republic,
Slovakia, and by U.S. forces in Germany. In
2022, brigade headquarters, as well as battalion,
company, artillery, and air defense units were
trained in partner countries. In addition,
specialists are being trained to use foreign models
of weapons and military equipment provided as
part of technical assistance. In 2022, almost
10,000 people were trained in 17 countries.

With the help of our partners, we provide
professional training for narrow specialists,
including pilots, drivers, engineers, combat
medics, advanced aviation and artillery gunners,
mechanics, divers, scouts, non-commissioned
officers, and CBRN specialists. Over 10,000
people were trained in European countries over
the year. The training program has been very
successful overall, with Denmark, Canada,
Estonia, Lithuania, Latvia, New Zealand,
Sweden, Finland, Norway, and the Netherlands
also sending instructors to train Ukrainian
soldiers.

In addition, Ukrainian artillerymen have
successfully completed a training course in
Germany to ensure the effective combat use of
weapons provided as part of international
assistance from partner countries. In total, over
70,000 Ukrainian servicemen were trained by
partner countries in 2022-2024.

Ukrainian military also undergo shooting
training in winter conditions under the leadership
of Danish instructors in Great Britain.

Ukrainian servicemen learned to drive
Challenger 2 on the territory of Great Britain.
Crews of heavy artillery systems also trained
there.

In 2023, training of Ukrainian crews as part
of battalions on Bradley infantry fighting vehicles
and Abrams tanks was carried out in the USA.
About 100 Ukrainian servicemen were also
trained to work on PATRIOT air defense systems
at the Fort Sill base in Oklahoma.

In addition to the provision of weapons,
military equipment, and material resources for
personnel training, Ukraine was provided with
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specialized NATO software. Thus, for the
effective management of logistics processes of
the Armed Forces of Ukraine, it is necessary to
use a system solution regarding the formation of
an automated logistics management system, the
selection of an information and software platform
of appropriate functionality and scale for the
automation of logistics management processes,
the construction of the information infrastructure
of the logistics system, and ultimately, the
creation of an automated management system
logistics of the Armed Forces of Ukraine.

NATO uses specialized LOGFAS software
for this purpose, which is an integrated set of
software systems designed to support NATO
logistics. LOGFAS is used to meet technical
requirements to minimize planning time and
maximize the ability to quickly exchange relevant
(logistical) plans, reports and other information.

Three levels of specialized logistics
software are used in Ukraine:

on the tactical level - an information and
communication system based on SAPS/4 HANA
"LIS 1.0%;

on operational basis - information and
communication system LOGFAS;

on the strategic side - the Karavai military
equipment accounting and logistics program
based on the SOTA program.

The module of IAS "SOTA" regarding the
monitoring of arms supplies to Ukraine from
partner countries was put into effect on February
24, 2022. It makes it possible to monitor new
supplies of weapons and analyze them over time.
The "Karavai" system was created to manage the
process of submitting applications for aid from
Ukraine and the process of processing these
applications by partner countries.

In the Armed Forces of Ukraine, work is
underway to optimize participation with an
emphasis on such areas as medical support
(MED), intelligence support (INTEL), cyber
protection (CYBER), defense planning (DPB)
and logistics support (LOG) - the main focus was
on the implementation of the NATO LOGFAS
electronic logistics planning and support system.

In 2022 and 2024, Ukrainian instructors
were trained by NATO LOGFAS specialists in
Poland and the Czech Republic, who in recent
years have been training Ukrainian logisticians in
specialized software.

More than 1,000 specialists-operators of
LOGFAS for the Armed Forces of Ukraine have
been trained in military educational institutions
and military educational units of higher education
institutions of Ukraine.
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Thus, for the successful victory of Ukraine
in the Russo-Ukrainian war, continuous, timely
and complete provision of appropriate weapons
and military equipment, ammunition and material
resources is necessary.

With the beginning of Russia's armed
aggression, Ukraine turned into a testing ground
for various types of modern weapons and military
equipment. In this situation, the appearance of the
modern army of the 21st century is being formed,
and the influence of hybrid warfare is changing
the requirements and operational characteristics
of weapons and military equipment. Therefore,
NATO should not save money on outdated types
of weapons and military equipment, but first of
all, provide modern types of weapons to show
superiority over the Russian army. In addition,
the supply of weapons and equipment to the
Armed Forces of Ukraine will lead to even
heavier losses of Russian military equipment,
which will significantly weaken the potential of
the Russian army and, ultimately, bring the end of
the war closer.

Ukraine's transition to NATO arms in this
war is inevitable. But NATO will have to
increasingly replenish its reserves and plan new
orders for the production of modern weapons.
After all, this war showed that only a country
with modern armed forces can guarantee peace.

Therefore, restrictions on military supplies
only increase losses among Ukrainians and
Russians, as they create the illusion in the
military and political leadership of the Russian
Federation that it is possible to reverse the course
of hostilities by switching to a strategy of
attrition.

Conclusions. Therefore, as a conclusion, it
can be noted that in order for Ukraine to win the
war with Russia, it is necessary to increase the
supply of military equipment and equipment.
Ukraine has a combat-ready army capable of
solving combat tasks of any complexity, but there
are not enough resources for the army to have
something to fight.

The key to Ukraine's victory over the
Russian aggressor is the international military
assistance of partner countries, thanks to which
peace will come sooner in Ukraine, in Europe and
in the whole world, it will be an example of the
unity of civilized and democratic countries in
solving dangerous potential threats to peace.

It is advisable to focus further research on
the analysis of the impact of logistics on the
conduct of operations (combat operations).

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The impact of logistics on the Russian-Ukrainian war

Resume. The impact of logistics on the russian-Ukrainian war is of great importance for successful military
operations. This article is about the formation of Ukrainian logistics according to NATO standards. The transition
to a new structure provided logistics with better opportunities to influence the russian-Ukrainian war. Food,
material, infrastructural support and supply of fuel and lubricants were organized at a high level, although there
were a lot of problematic issues that were resolved directly during the war. Movement and transportation were
carried out by road and rail transport.

The material and technical support of the russian Federation remained at a very low level, which caused
defeat during a large-scale armed aggression.

The russian federation was preparing for an attack on Ukraine in advance, striking arsenals and warehouses
of weapons, missiles and ammunition, destroying the armed forces' potential for the defense of Ukraine. Despite
this, the Armed Forces of Ukraine dealt a decisive blow to the russian army, especially to the enemy's logistical
facilities, which helped liberate a certain territory of Ukraine from the russian invaders.

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Also, a network of civilian gas stations was
used to refuel military vehicles in individual
cases. Field refueling points were not deployed
due to the danger of destruction [3].

Technical support includes provision of
weapons and military equipment, maintenance
and restoration (repair) and their use.

Technical support of the Armed Forces of
Ukraine has a three-level maintenance system of
weapons and military equipment, that are:

the first level is military repair that is the
maintenance of an weapons and military
equipment is carried out by repair units of tactical
and operational levels or teams of repair
enterprises and manufacturers in stationary or
field conditions. As a rule, these are such types of
repairs as running and mid-life carried out by
services of repair units and temporary groups of
logistical support;

the second level is factory repair, it’s
maintenance of weapons and military equipment
as a repair enterprise or an industrial plant. As a
rule, it’s the overhaul, or repair of weapons and
military equipment that has received complex
combat damage and can’t be repaired in the field.
The overhaul is carried out to restore the
serviceable condition and complete or near-
complete resource recovery, in stationary
(factory) conditions by state repair enterprises and
enterprises of other forms of ownership, forces
and items of repair groups of a strategic level;

the third level - it’s repair, which is
supposed to be carried out at repair enterprises of
partners of Ukraine (abroad), for example, in
Poland, the Czech Republic and Slovakia.

The logistics system of the Armed Forces
of Ukraine showed itself at a certain level during
the russian armed aggression against Ukraine,

especially its movement and transportation
function.
Movement and transportation  was

organized in cooperation with the state agency
“Ukratodor” and the joint-stock company
“Ukrzaliznytsia”. A set of organizational and
technical issues regarding the organization and
organization of military transportation by road
and rail transport, establishment of dispatcher
control over loading, movement and unloading of
military echelons and vehicles for the purpose of
timely execution of military movements and
transportations was carried out.

Infrastructural support is one of the
important functions of logistical support of troops
(forces). There are a lot of effort was put into this
function to build fortifications and provide
housing needs. Infrastructural support consists in
carrying out organizational and practical
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measures to maintain the logistics support
infrastructure of the Armed Forces of Ukraine
and other components of the defense forces, both
stationary and mobile, implementing measures to
ensure their survivability, ensuring the needs of
the troops (forces) in quartering, logistics support,
execution of works, provision of services and
creation of favorable conditions for their
performance of assigned tasks.

Preparation of the russian army for the
war. The preparation of the russians for a large-
scale armed aggression began with the anti-
terrorist operation in 2014.

Thus, warehouses with ammunition caught
fire in the city of Svatove, Luhansk region. The
arsenal contained more than 3 thousand tons of
ammunition of various modifications (mines,
artillery shells of various calibers, ammunition of
self-propelled 122 mm multiple rocket launcher
“Grad”) in 2015.

The explosions began in Balakliia, Kharkiv
region, at warehouses with ammunition. Then
70% of the ammunition in the warehouse
exploded in March 2017.

The ammunition began to explode at a
military warehouse near the village of
Maloyanisol in September 2017.

The explosions shook Kalynivka in the
Vinnytsia region. The warehouse stored 188,000
tons of ammunition, including missiles for
multiple rocket launchers “Smerch”, “Uragan-
Hurricane” and “Grad” in September 2017.

The ammunition started exploding again in
Balaklia in May 2018.

The warehouses with ammunition began to
explode at the arsenal in Ichna, Chernihiv region
in October 2018, around 3:40 a.m.

In all cases, the security of the arsenals
observed the unmanned aerial vehicles, but from
the beginning few people believed in it, but now,
analyzing these situations, we understand that it
was the use of an explosive device. We are
understanding now, that this was a step-by-step
preparation for a large-scale russian invasion on
the territory of Ukraine.

Material and technical support in the
Armed Forces of russia. Material and technical
support in the Armed Forces of Ukraine and the
russian federation until 2014 was of the same
type and fundamentally didn’t differ due to the
inheritance of the support of the troops (forces).

Material and technical support had
corruption, because of which there was no
development, but only decline.

One of the reasons for the decrease in the
rate of invasion of the russian army is the
unsatisfactory supply of material items and the
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low level of material and technical support of the
russian troops. Very often, russian military
equipment stopped due to a lack of fuel and
ammunition, the personnel remained without food
and heating, as a result of which the military were
demoralized and couldn’t perform the assigned
combat tasks under constant fire, thanks to the
professional skills of the Ukrainian troops.

The task of food supply for the russian
troops wasn’t fully resolved, despite the high
level of equipment of the troops with the
necessary material and technical items declared in
the reports of the Ministry of Defense of russia.

Before invading the territory of Ukraine,
each military received five dry rations, which
were supposed to be enough for the period of
active combat operations. Dry rations that expired
in 2015-2021 and in unsuitable packaging were
sent to the troops.

The soldiers were provided with dry rations
for only three days, because the russian army was
counting on a “blitzkrieg”.

After 3 days, neither a hot meal no a
delivery of food was organized. This led to
massive cases of looting and a drop in the morale
and psychological state of military personnel,
cases of mass desertion.

Since the combat operations didn’t go
according to plan almost immediately, the troops
switched to "self-sufficiency" in food. At first,
russian military had orders not to make crimes the
local population. But the russian military began
looting stores after running out of food supplies.
Then, with the increase in losses, the decline in
unit control and discipline, Russian military
began looting and robbing the population.

In 2012-2013, as for material supply,
military and state tests of the combat complex of
protective equipment of the military “Warrior”
were conducted on the basis of ten military units
and military training areas of russia. Among its
components were a set of combat equipment of
the “Barmits” soldier and a machine gun AK-12.
In the 4th quarter of 2014, the first samples of the
complex began to enter service.

In 2014-2015, the Ministry of Defense of
russia received 71000 items of “Warrior”
equipment, and more than 200000 by the start of
the war in February 2022. The primary recipients
were special intelligence units, airborne troops,
marines, and units of the military bases in
Armenia.

The deployment of a mass army due to the
mobilization and recruitment of volunteers made
it necessary to urgently remove from storage and
delivered items of material support 30-50 years
ago to the troops, as well as to order the
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production of fabric for sewing new uniforms in
Asian countries. This led to the fact that the new
military were dressed and equipped in an
extremely diverse way: both modern items and
items from the Second World War.

The russian uniform is made uncomfortable
and has many shortcomings, as a result of which
there are cases when russian military, even senior
officers, used more comfortable and high-quality
uniforms of the Armed Forces of Ukraine,
especially shoes.

Assembly and disassembly pipelines in the
system of technical support of the russian troops
were not widely used, mainly because of the
possibility of their damage.

Fuel tanks were a priority target for attack
drones and ambushes of the Special Operations
Forces of the Armed Forces of Ukraine, so the
russian side sought to disguise the tanks as
civilian trucks.

In the period of preparation for the march
and in the course of the nomination by the
command of military units of the russian army,
technical support was organized at an
unsatisfactory level and was carried out with
numerous violations.

For example, there were no technical
assistance vehicles, evacuation vehicles, vehicles
with military-technical property; the personnel of
the combat units before the invasion wasn’t
oriented to the implementation of the necessary
maintenance measures before the march and
during the advance to the territory of Ukraine.

At the beginning of the active phase of
combat operations, the leadership of the military
units of the russian army didn’t pay due attention
atall:

the organization of technical monitoring
(technical observation points were not created);

evacuation and repair, as a result of which
weapons and military equipment, which
sometimes required even minor repairs, remained
on the battlefield;

the formation of new technical support
units capable of ensuring the intended use of the
newest types of weapons and military equipment.

Replenishment of military units with
weapons and military equipment up to standard
requirements was mainly carried out at the
expense of existing outdated samples at bases for
storage and repair of weapons and military
equipment.

The lack of maintenance facilities is
explained by the fact that the troops were
involved in training and during the two months
before the invasion of Ukraine were constantly in
the field, that is, they didn’t have a time limit to
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carry out the necessary complex of maintenance
work on weapons and military equipment before
the offensive.

According to the analysis of the
composition of the forces and means of the
battalion tactical groups used by the enemy
during the invasion of the territory of Ukraine,
there were, as a rule, only two "repair vehicles" -
tow trucks, which were usually driven by
mechanics. And only one of them could tow tanks
based on its tactical and technical characteristics.

From February 24 to March 4, 2022, the
aggressor did not take any measures to restore
damaged weapons and military equipment, which
once again confirmed the enemy's plans for a
quick “blitzkrieg”.

As a rule, during this period, equipment
that received damage and technical failures
remained at the point of failure. The personnel
didn’t try to carry out attempts to evacuate it and,
even minor operations for repair and
maintenance. At best, weapons and military
equipment were blown up or burned.

The impact of logistics on the russian-
ukrainian war. In the second half of March, in
connection with large losses of weapons and
military equipment, the aggressor was forced to
start removing equipment from long-term storage
in order to replenish military units up to staffing
requirements. At the same time, it should be
noted that according to the results of the audit,
from 20 to 30% of the samples of weapons and
military equipment were not combat-ready.

In addition, optical devices and electronics
containing precious metals were completely
stolen from tanks and combat vehicles.

For example, in the 4th tank division of the
russian federation, it was found out that out of 10
were from storage tanks, only one was in working
order, and a significant part of the combat
vehicles even without engines.

At long-term storage bases,
models such as the T-62 and

T-55 continue to be decommissioned,
which indicates an attempt to use the last
mobilization reserves in the amount of up to 900
units, but at the moment the plans to transfer to
the front the equipment removed from storage are
actually disrupted.

During the combat operations at the initial
stage of the invasion, the Armed Forces of
Ukraine very effectively used the logistical
weakness and miscalculations of russia to their
advantage: the deeper the enemy's troops were
drawn into the territory of Ukraine, the more the
logistical  supply routes were  stretched.
Accordingly, the greater the distance from the

obsolete
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russian logistics center to the battlefield, the
fewer trips per day a logistics brigade can make.
The longer the logistical route of delivery, the
more opportunities Ukrainian special operations
forces found to destroy transport trucks. They
attacked the enemy from ambushes and carried
out airstrikes on stranded convoys. As the
experience of such actions shows, the combat
work of the Bayraktar UAV proved to be
particularly effective during these attacks.
Effective air and artillery strikes on the
concentration of troops, russian fuel trucks and
trains, paralyzed the enemy even more and
significantly reduced their pace of attack.

In order to protect its logistics units from
attacks and sabotage on the supply route, the
enemy was forced to disperse his troops along the
entire route of movement. At the same time, the
longer the delivery (transportation) route, the
more it was necessary to detach forces and means
from the battlefield and use them for cover,
protection and defense of supply routes.

The longer the convoy distance from the
logistics base to the point where supplies, food,
fuel, ammunition, equipment, and personnel need
to be moved, the more problems there will be
with supply times and convoy security. In combat
situations, the supply chain includes personnel,
transportation, supply bases, security, intelligence
sources, and much more.

An analysis of material and technical
support of the russian Armed Forces shows that
the support units are able to effectively perform
their assigned tasks only if the nearest logistics
center is located less than 150 kilometers from
the battlefield. At the same time, for example, the
nearest route of russian troops to Kyiv is more
than 260 kilometers, in particular from Gomel
(republic of belarus). At the same time, the
composition of enemy military equipment
columns doesn’t have a sufficient number of
support units and special equipment to carry out
significant movements over such long distances.

The russian military aren’t able to provide
the troops (forces) with a sufficient number of
ammunition and food during full-scale offensive
operations, despite the huge reserves of oil, fuel
and lubricants and agricultural products.

During the invasion of Ukraine, the russian
troops faced a large-scale supply crisis and a
complete inability to provide the army with
everything necessary. The soldiers lack not only
food and ammunition, but also warm clothes, as
well as fuel for the ships of the Black Sea Fleet.

The system of transporting material stocks
by road transport of the russian army is
significantly limited by the number of freight
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transport units involved and the scale of the
operation.

For example, at the speed of a motor
vehicle convoy of 50 km/h on the existing road
network, one truck can make three trips per day
for a distance of up to 50 km: one hour for
loading, one hour for the trip to the unloading
place, one hour for unloading and one hour to
return to base. Repeating this cycle three times
equals 12 hours. The rest of the day is devoted to
vehicle maintenance, food, refueling, weapon
cleaning and rest.

If the distance is increased to 100 km, the
truck will be able to make two trips per day.

At a distance of 150 km, the same truck
will be able to make one trip per day.

This assumption won't work in rough
terrain or where there is limited or damaged
infrastructure. If there is a sufficient amount of
freight transport to provide logistics support of
troops at a distance of up to 50 km, for the same
amount of transport at a distance of 100 km, the
capacity will already be 33% lower. At a distance
of 150 km, it will decrease by 66%. Therefore,
the further the enemy troops advance from the
storage items of logistics support, the smaller the
amount of supplies will be able to be supplied to
them by the units of logistics support. With a
significant increase in transport distances, the
units of logistics support will not be able to
replenish the spent and lost stocks of fuel and
ammunition on a daily basis.

Based on the agreements of the defense
ministries of russia and belarus, since 2016, the
russian army has been freely using logistics
facilities on the territory of belarus. The army of
the russian Federation in “peacetime” created the
necessary reserves in the warehouses and bases of
the armed forces of belarus, and during the war it
uses these reserves [3].

According to the results of the “WEST-
2021” and “Allied resolve-2022” training, the
russian and belarusian military formed the
infrastructure in belarus necessary for the actions
of the russian troops, in particular, they equipped
additional warehouses for fuel and other
consumables, bases for the repair of damaged
equipment, laid pipelines for the supply of fuel
troops.

The territory of belarus was used by Russia
as one of the main bridgeheads during the
offensive against Ukraine.

During the offensive operation in the
strategic direction, the russian command set the
task of delivering up to 500,000 tons of material
resources to the troops in 15-20 days. Their
consumption during the day of the operation is
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uneven, but the average daily volume of
transportation is up to 35 thousand tons, namely:
Fuel - 45%, ammunition - 40%, food - 5%, other
material resources - 10%.

Continuity of such a ride could be achieved
only with the use of all communications and in a
complex of all types of transport. From the
central logistics bases and district (front) rear
bases, in accordance with current regulations,
transportation is provided: by rail way - 80%, by
road - 15%, by pipeline - 5%.

Then to the army logistics brigade to 20-
25% of items are delivered by railway, about 75-
80% by vehicles, 5-10% by pipelines. In the front
line, delivery is carried out only by road
transport, and in some cases, for urgent transfer,
by air or water transport.

The russian troops of material and
technical support used more than 45% of the
available vehicles. But it turned out that such a
logistical chain isn’t able to meet the needs of
troops at a distance of 150 or more kilometers
from the russian border. By the end of May 2022,
more than 2,200 trucks and special vehicles were
destroyed, which led to the collapse of the combat
capability of the advanced groups of russian
troops in the north of Ukraine.

First of all, it affected food supply and fuel.
At the same time, battalion and regimental motor
vehicles with fuel were traveling as part of
military convoys, experiencing first-line attacks
by Ukrainian troops. The inconsistency in the
possibilities of transporting fuel by road transport,
aggravated by losses at gas stations, led to an
acute crisis in the troops. Advanced strike groups
stopped and began draining fuel from destroyed
equipment, as well as at local civilian gas
stations.

One of the advantages of the russian army
is a fairly developed system of railway
connections and the presence of 10 railway
brigades, which are part of them, which do not
have. The army of belarusians and russian in
“peacetime” created the necessary reserves in the
warehouses and bases of the armed forces of
belarus, and during the war it uses these reserves.

This allows for the rapid transfer of large
amounts of weapons, military equipment and
material resources in a short period of time. This
was demonstrated at the initial stage of the
russian invasion. However, the Russian army's
attempt to provide its groups with fuel on the
territory of Ukraine ended with the destruction of
an echelon transporting 56 diesel fuel tanks (3000
tons) in the Chernihiv region.
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After on February 26, 2022, the Ukrainian
military blew up all railway junctions connecting
the Ukrainian railway with the russian one.

An analysis of the logistics system of the
russian army shows that the composition and
capabilities of the forces and means of logistics of
the Russian army aren’t designed to carry out a
full-scale land offensive at a long distance from
its railways.

Therefore, the russian offensive operation
failed and on April 2, 2022, the Kyiv region was
liberated.

A distinctive feature of the russian material
and technical support of hostilities in the south-
eastern part of Ukraine was the widespread use of
railway transport, which is considered the most
powerful and efficient means of mass
transportation. This is due not only to the fact that
the railway network was developed in these
directions, but also to the task of supplying the
troops with significant amounts of artillery
ammunition.

For small arms, one rounds of ammunition
could be enough for 1-2 days of fighting. At the
same time, the artillery spent from 3 to 20 rounds
of ammunition during this time.

The maximum daily consumption was up
to 80,000 shells in July 2022. In order to supply
this amount of ammunition to the troops in the
occupied territory of Ukraine, units of the russian
railway troops were sent.

The need to protect railways from the
actions of the Special Operations Forces of the
Armed Forces of Ukraine in the steppe zone of
the Kherson and Zaporizhzhia regions led to the
fact that in June, a special armored train “Volga”
was sent there from russia via the Kerch bridge
and Crimea.

Since the appearance of the M270 MLRS
and “HIMARS” high-precision rocket launcher
systems in the Armed Forces, the successes of the
russian  railway  forces in  establishing
uninterrupted support for their troop groups were
neutralized by a series of strikes on unloading
stations.

Airstrips (helipads), the sizes of which
depend on the types of aircraft, are necessary for
the use of air transport in logistical support.

In the south, the former military airfields of
Chornobayivka (Kherson) and Melitopol, as well
as several small aviation airfields, were captured.
Their regular use was disrupted by missile troops
and artillery of the Armed Forces following
strikes on railway unloading stations.

Water transport was used in the Azov
operational zone during the transportation of
military cargo by amphibious ships to Berdyansk
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and Mariupol in order to reduce the burden of
transportation through the Crimea.

Unsatisfactory material and technical
support of the russian army became the key
problem of the russian invasion of Ukraine and
practically led to the loss of the enemy's offensive
capabilities.

So, for example, in September-October
2022, thanks to weapons and ammunition
provided by NATO, missile strikes were carried
out on the Antonivsky Bridge and the main areas
of the Kherson region: around Kherson, east of
Kherson in the Nova Kakhovka - Beryslav area
and south of the Dnipro River. To the troops of
the russian occupiers on the right shore of
Kherson, this caused great losses in the need for
personnel, weapons, military equipment and other
material items, which made it impossible to
supply missiles and ammunition, fuel and
lubricants and food and enabled the Ukrainian
military to liberate the city of Kherson from the
russian occupiers.

The maximum russian occupied area since
the beginning was over 200000 kmz.

Ukraine has since the beginning of the
2022 invasion liberated over 77800 km? or 40%
of occupied territory.

The liberation of the occupied territories of
Ukraine was done thanks to NATQO’s assistance:
Bayraktar, Javelin, NLOW for the liberation of
the Kyiv region, HIMARS, MLRS (Multiple
Launch Rocket System), IRIS-T for the liberation
of the Kherson region.

The total combat losses of the enemy were
approximately from 24.02.22 to June 2024:

personnel — more than 529 750 (30%)
persons were liquidated,

tanks — 7984 (36%),

APV — 15319 (30%),

artillery systems — 14007 (16%),

MLRS — 1104 (22%),

Anti-aircraft warfare systems — 857 (20%),

aircraft — 359 (21%),

helicopters — 326 (16%),

UAV operational-tactical level — 11221
(26%),

cruise missiles — 2297 (32 %),

warships / boats — 28 (11 %),

vehicles and fuel tanks — 19078 (14%),

special equipment — 2351 (11%) [9].

If analyze the number of losses, that there
are more than 30% losses in weapons and
military equipment, which indicates a low
capacity for the next hostilities.

Insufficient capabilities of the forces and
material means of the russian army, fire impact
on the forces and means of logistical support of
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high-precision  weapons, unmanned aerial
vehicles, aviation, destruction of infrastructure
(bridges, crossings, roads), destruction of
accumulations of equipment with reserves of
resources (individual columns reached several
tens of kilometers) forced the leadership of the
russian federation to take operational pauses to
adjust the logistics of their troops, which
subsequently significantly slowed down the speed
of their offensive and directly affected the ability
of the troops to perform the tasks assigned to
them.

Thus, the main reasons for the loss of
combat capability of units of the russian army, as
well as mass cases of abandonment of weapons
and military equipment (due to lack of fuel) on
the 6-8th day of hostilities, are the lack of
military reserves in the units and the impossibility
of their rapid replenishment due to disruption of
supply lines.

Ensuring the combat capability of the
defense forces of Ukraine requires huge funds,
especially during the war, when the economy is
destroyed, the need for material resources for
defense exceeds the production capabilities, the
question of their effective spending arises, which
does not always happen in the process of
logistical support of troops (forces).

Therefore, as a conclusion, it can be noted
that the logistics of the Armed Forces of Ukraine
is able to replenish needs and provide its units in
a timely manner. Due to the NATO modern
weapons and military equipment, missiles and
ammunition, and other military assets and
resources the Ukrainian Army can advance to the
1991 borders of Ukraine and bring peace in
Europe closer.

Analysis of the experience of organizing the resistance movement by the
Special Operations Forces of the Armed Forces of Ukraine in repelling
armed aggression of the russian federation against Ukraine

Resume. The article analyses the experience of organizing the resistance movement by the Special
Operations Forces during the repulsion of the russian armed aggression against Ukraine. The problematic issues in
the organization of the resistance movement by the Special Operations Forces are identified.

Keywords: special operations forces; national resistance; resistance movement; armed aggression;

underground.

Problem statement. Changes in the forms
and methods of warfare, which is highlighted by
the analysis of the hybrid war waged by the
russian federation against Ukraine in the form of
a combination of various actions regarding the
covert use of regular troops (forces), illegal armed
groups and terrorist organizations, the use of
propaganda, sabotage, terror, and subversion in
Ukraine.

Since the beginning of the russian invasion
of Ukraine, the state has faced the acute issue of
organizing a resistance movement in the
temporarily occupied territory. The resistance
movement is considered an integral part of
Ukraine's defence, which is a system of military,
information and  special measures, the
organization, planning, preparation and support of
which is carried out to restore state sovereignty
and territorial integrity in repelling armed
aggression against Ukraine.

In view of the above, there is an urgent
need to analyses and summarise the experience of
organizing the resistance movement by the
Special Operations Forces (SOF) of the Armed
Forces of Ukraine.

Analysis of recent research and
publications. The organization of the resistance
movement in Ukraine is currently receiving much
attention. A study of the historical retrospective
of the Ukrainian resistance movement was carried
out [1]. The authors analysed the historical
retrospective of the Ukrainian resistance
movement and the regulatory and legal
framework for its organisation. However, it is
worth noting that this topic remains insufficiently
studied and requires in-depth analysis, and most
of the important issues in this area remain open.

The purpose of the article is to analyse the
experience of using the Special Forces of the
Armed Forces of Ukraine in repelling the armed
aggression of the russian federation against
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Ukraine in order to provide recommendations for
organising a resistance movement.

Research methods: systematic analysis,
induction and deduction, comparison,
generalisation and systematisation.

Presentation of the main material. An
integral part of countering the full-scale armed
aggression of the russian federation is the
organisation of a resistance movement in the
temporarily occupied territory by the Special
Operations Forces of the Armed Forces of
Ukraine. In a broad sense, these are the actions
organised by the Special Operations Forces of the
Armed Forces of Ukraine, undertaken by the
population in the occupied territories (annexed,
temporarily occupied), which are dissatisfied with
the actions of the occupation authorities and their
troops; as well as these are counteractions using
active (violent) and passive (nhon-violent)
methods. The favourable conditions for
organising a resistance movement are the
assistance of a motivated population to counteract
the occupation authorities and aggressor forces,
which by their actions violate the rights of the
population in the occupied territories and pose a
threat to the lives and freedom of local residents.

Since the beginning of russia’s so-called
“special military operation” against Ukraine, the
Armed Forces of Ukraine have been using the
Temporary Doctrine of the Use of State Defence
Forces, the doctrines of the Special Operations
Forces of the Armed Forces of Ukraine, Special
Operations and Psychological Operations.

At the beginning of russia’s large-scale
invasion, the following tasks were assigned to the
SOF:

1. Performing special intelligence tasks.

2. Conducting special actions to destroy
(disable) important state and military facilities of
the enemy.
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3. Combating the enemy’s sabotage and
reconnaissance forces and illegal armed groups.

4. Preparation and execution of the
resistance movement.

5. Conducting special and psychological
operations (actions).

6. Implementation of measures related to
the prevention, detection and suppression of
terrorist activities.

The “resistance movement” concept was
enshrined in 2021 as a strategic level with the
adoption by the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine of
the Law “On the Principles of National
Resistance” [2]. The resistance movement is
carried out with the onset of a special period in
the temporarily occupied territory of Ukraine,
which was captured by the aggressor (enemy)
during the armed aggression against Ukraine.

According to  Ukrainian law, the
components of national resistance in Ukraine are:

territorial defence;

resistance movement;

preparing Ukrainian citizens for national
resistance.

This Law defines the legal and
organisational basis of the national resistance, the
basis for its preparation and conduct, and the
tasks and powers of the security and defence
forces.

In practice, this is implemented by:

ensuring that the SOF Commander of the
Armed Forces of Ukraine exercises his/her
authority to control the actions of the resistance
movement;

organising and implementing measures to
prepare, conduct and support the resistance
movement, as well as ensuring control over their
implementation;

active participation in the development of
draft laws of Ukraine and other regulatory acts on
the resistance movement;

conducting the necessary calculations and
developing proposals and analytical materials for
the SOF Commander of the Armed Forces of
Ukraine to make decisions on the resistance
movement;

studying, analysing and assessing the
situation that affects the implementation of
measures to prepare and conduct a resistance
movement, developing forecasts of its possible
development, and providing measures to respond
promptly to changes in the situation;

organising the execution of orders and
directives on the resistance movement;

selecting people who have expressed a
desire to become members of the resistance
movement;
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determining the need for resources required
to prepare, maintain and lead a resistance
movement;

creation and use of an information,
communication system to organise and ensure the
fulfilment of the tasks of the resistance
movement;

preparing and submitting proposals to the
leadership of the Armed Forces of Ukraine on the
involvement of forces and means of the security
and defence forces in the organisation,
preparation, support and execution of resistance
movement tasks;

organising  the  documentation  of
management activities and archival storage of
documents on the resistance movement;

organising cover for the activities of units
involved in the resistance movement.

Until 2021, the activities of the resistance
movement in the occupied territories did not have
a clear legal framework, and citizens cooperated
with the Ukrainian special services at their own
risk.

Outnumbering the Armed Forces of Ukraine
many times over, the aggressor forces managed to
partially occupy certain territories of Ukraine. At
the same time, a certain part of pro-Ukrainian local
residents at one point found themselves under
occupation with minimal chances of safely leaving
for the government-controlled territories of
Ukraine.

Realising this, the pro-Ukrainian residents of
the temporarily occupied territories began to resist,
and the first thing they did was to hold patriotic
rallies and obstruct the movement of military
convoys, especially in the south of Ukraine.

For example, on 27 April 2022, more than
500 people took to the square in Kherson.
Unfortunately, this period ended rather quickly due
to the use of small arms and special means by the
russian military to disperse such actions.

In response to the aggressor’s actions,
Ukrainian society moved to the resistance
movement.

Before the war, the city of Melitopol in the
southern Zaporizhzhia region was known only for
the fact that every year it became the 'capital of
Ukrainian cherries'. Some people might also have
known about the presence of a military airfield of
the Air Force of the Armed Forces of Ukraine in
Melitopol.

However, it was from the beginning of
russia's full-scale armed aggression against Ukraine
that the area around Melitopol became the true
epicentre of the Ukrainian resistance movement.

During the first two months of the war, the
Ukrainian resistance movement was able to carry
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out several successful sabotage attacks using mines
and explosives.

On 18 May 2022, an armoured train of
russian troops and railway tracks were damaged.

On 24 June 2022, Dmytro Savluchenko, the
so-called “Head of the Department of Family,
Youth and Sports of the Military-Civilian
Administration of the Kherson Region”, was
liquidated [3].

At the same time, it was a manifestation of
the cohesion of local communities and the
unification of efforts of both special services and
resistance forces, as well as the social movement.

One example of these actions is the
explosion of a railway bridge near the village of
Yakymivka on 28 April 2022, which was actively
used by the russians to transport ammunition and
equipment from the annexed Crimea to the line of
contact with the Ukrainian Armed Forces [4].

The successful conduct of these special
actions by the resistance movement led to several
consequences not in favour of the occupiers,
namely:

first and foremost, it is a partial diversion of
russian efforts from fighting on the contact line and
the transfer of their forces and means to search for
saboteurs in and around Melitopol;

secondly, we managed not only to disrupt
but also to stop the occupiers' logistical support in
this area for some time;

third, and no less important, is, of course,
psychological pressure on the occupiers. The
russian military felt and saw that they were not
welcome in Ukraine.

What else is notable about the operation to
blow up the bridge near Melitopol?

For the first time, the Ukrainian military took
responsibility for this sabotage on the temporarily
occupied territory.

“The destroyed bridge is the result of the
work of the resistance group of the SOF of the
Armed Forces of Ukraine” the SOF Command of
the Armed Forces of Ukraine said in its statement.

Analysing the resistance activities taking
place in the temporarily occupied territories of
Ukraine, it can be concluded that the resistance
movement involves at least three components.

The first is a guerrilla warfare. This is when
civilians took up arms yesterday and “went into the
woods”, carrying out attacks and sabotage against
the russian invaders. Such units were formed using
a territorial approach in all areas of the russian
offensive, as voluntary formations of territorial
communities.

The second component is the underground
movement. These are civilians who stay and do not
leave after their towns or villages are occupied by
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russian troops. They may cooperate or even be part
of the occupation authorities. But at the same time,
they provide valuable information to the Ukrainian
military about ammunition depots, routes of
movement, locations of the russian military and
local officials who cooperate with them, etc.

They sabotage the work of the russian
occupation authorities and organise special actions
themselves. This is confirmed by a series of
assassination attempts on officials of the russian
occupation administration in Kharkiv, Kherson and
Zaporizhzhia regions.

For example, on 18 June 2022, an action was
taken to physically destroy the former head of the
Kherson colony, Yevhen Sobolev [5].

This action instilled in the minds of the
occupiers and traitors a panic fear of punishment
for their crimes against the Ukrainian people.

The third component of the resistance
movement is the auxiliary forces. These are people
who are loyal to or sympathetic to Ukraine without
bearing arms. They help with information, money,
and participate in the distribution of leaflets,
ribbons, graffiti, etc.

At the same time, information support for
the resistance movement in the temporarily
occupied territories during the repulsion of russia's
full-scale armed aggression became an integral part
of the resistance.

The successful operations of the Ukrainian
resistance movement in almost all temporarily
occupied territories, including Crimea, forced
russia to strengthen its administrative, police and
counterintelligence regimes.

Its activities included the following:

- a ban on pro-Ukrainian rallies;

- wiretapping and monitoring of telephone
calls and social media of the local population in
order to search for informants of the special
services of the Armed Forces of Ukraine and pro-
Ukrainian residents;

- search for former ATO/JFO participants
and public figures;

- conducting searches in the homes of
civilians;

- detentions and arrests
journalists;

- blocking access to Ukrainian television
channels for the local population;

- detention of Ukrainian citizens for the
slightest manifestation of a pro-Ukrainian position;

- abductions of heads of local educational
institutions, activists, journalists, and public
figures;

- collecting information about residents who
left their apartments and houses for

of activists and

have
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"alienation" and accommodation of russian military
and civilians;

- introduction of special passes;

- introduction of a curfew;

- replacement of Ukrainian
providers with russian ones;

- granting access to pro-russian radio stations
while simultaneously excluding Ukrainian radio
stations from broadcasting.

To solve the problem of the Ukrainian
resistance movement, the command of the russian
occupation forces decided to engage combined
arms units, thereby weakening its reserves.

The occupation authorities of the russian
federation did not take the same measures to
influence the population of Ukraine:

in Melitopol, there were “good people”
acting;

in Mariupol, Nova Kakhovka and Kherson,
the situation was the opposite, and the physical
destruction of Ukrainian patriots was not neglected.

And the longer the occupation lasts, the
harder it is for people to resist. Some residents are
returning to work - even if it means supporting the
russian authorities.

From the first days of the invasion, the
invaders began to “Russify” the educational
process, forcing school teachers and kindergarten
teachers to resume teaching in Russian according
to an incomprehensible Russian curriculum.

Almost all teachers and directors of
educational institutions in the occupied territories
have written letters of resignation. In order to
intimidate educators and force them to cooperate,
the russian occupiers abducted the head of the
Melitopol City Department of Education, Iryna
Shcherbak.

Over time, this practice spread to all
occupied territories. The russian aggressors, with
the help of "imported" education specialists and
collaborators, resumed the educational process in
schools, but the teaching of the Ukrainian
language, Ukrainian literature and history of
Ukraine was banned.

In order to organise the work of the russian
occupation authorities, representatives of the
occupation forces tried to persuade Ukrainian
leaders and officials of state and local
governments, enterprises, educational institutions,
the media, etc. to cooperate.

If this did not work, they tried to use
collaborators from among the pro-russian
population who agreed to cooperate. Or they
would bring along appointed officials. There are
also numerous cases of physical violence and
reprisals.

Internet
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As a means of adequately counteracting the

establishment of the russian occupation
authorities by attracting collaborators from
among the pro-russian population, the

Prosecutor’s Office of Ukraine should open
criminal proceedings for treason in the event of
such facts.

It should be noted that most of the
collaborators have or had ties to pro-russian
parties, such as the Party of Regions, the
Opposition Bloc, the Opposition Platform for Life
or communists. Their activities during martial law
were banned by law.

Since the beginning of the full-scale
invasion of Ukraine by the russian federation,
information influence on the occupiers has been
constantly carried out by disseminating
psychological influence materials through certain
information resources created by the SOF
Command of the Armed Forces of Ukraine.

In particular, they include:

website of the National Resistance Centre;

the underground newspapers Holos
Partizana and Sprotyv;

the Sprotyv radio channel of the liberation
movement, which covers resistance news on the
Internet;

YouTube and Telegram channels;

relevant social media groups.

These information sources have become
not only a chain of coordination for the resistance
movement, but also a significant information
support for civilians, a bridge between the
civilian population in the temporarily occupied
territories and free Ukraine.

In addition, the command of the Special
Operations Forces of the Armed Forces of
Ukraine created the Yellow Ribbon civil
resistance movement in April 2022 in the
territories temporarily occupied by the russian
federation.

The initial purpose of its creation was to
consolidate the local population and show
defiance to the occupation authorities.

For example, on 25 April 2022, the
movement's coordinators called on the Telegram
channel to hang Ukrainian flags and yellow
ribbons on the streets, in crowded places, and not
only in the temporarily occupied territories. This
was a way to show their public position on the
war on the territory of Ukraine to the whole
world.

The movement also took on the
organisation and conduct of peaceful actions in
the occupied cities. After the occupiers brutally
cracked down on these actions, the movement's
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coordinators decided to act in the online
environment.

For example, when it became clear that it
was not possible to physically hold a rally in
Kherson, an online rally in support of Kherson
was held on Instagram on 17 June 2022. The
action gathered 36,000 people, 75,000 likes and
almost 20,000 shares.

The indefinite action "Stop Referendum"
was the next step. The organisers aimed to disrupt
the pseudo-referendums in the temporarily
occupied territories and disrupt the issuance of
russian passports.

In the course of these actions, leaflets
against the pseudo-referendums were distributed,
and photo and video recordings of the pseudo-
referendum  participants were made in
cooperation with the Ukrainian IT community.
The activists also published data on the locations
of the so-called “referendums”, as well as
personal data of the “heads of -election
commissions” in the temporarily occupied
territories of Ukraine. This information allowed
for the opening of criminal proceedings against
these individuals.

In July 2022, Yellow Ribbon announced
the launch of an open-ended campaign called
"Crimea - Time to Go Home", “Donetsk —
Ready” and “Luhansk — Ready”, and “Mariupol
is Ukraine”.

This has become another channel for the
Armed Forces of Ukraine to obtain intelligence.

Starting in July 2022, Yellow Ribbon
coordinators began offering cash rewards for
information about the occupiers' locations.

On 07 August 2022, the movement offered
a reward of 10 bitcoins or 230 thousand US
dollars for the arrest of Crimea's 'gauleiter’ Sergei
Aksyonov or information about his exact
location.

This measure was aimed not only at
physical destruction, but also at the psychological
effect on the invaders.

On 19 October 2022, the Yellow Ribbon
Movement, along with other fighters for
Ukrainian integrity, received the Andrei Sakharov
Prize for Freedom of Thought from the European
Parliament, the European Union's top human
rights award.

On 21 November 2022, the Day of Dignity
and Freedom, the movement organised a Yellow
Ribbon flash mob on social media [6].
Participants were encouraged to tie a yellow
ribbon and post a picture with the relevant
hashtag. Ukrainians and foreigners around the
world joined the campaign, including a large
number of politicians, musicians, athletes and
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scientists who tied yellow ribbons. In addition,
the symbol of public resistance was displayed at
the Mission of Ukraine to the European Union in
Brussels and at the Ukrainian Antarctic station
Akademik Vernadsky. In this way, the civilised
world emphasised its position on the war on the
territory of Ukraine.

Conclusion. Thus, the experience of
performing the SOF tasks has shown that
organising a resistance movement in the
temporarily occupied territory is important in
repelling armed aggression.

Based on the analysis of the experience of

organising the resistance movement and its
further implementation, the following is
proposed:

involvement of a larger proportion of
citizens in the resistance movement, which
requires the development of national campaigns
to raise awareness and engage citizens in the
resistance movement, including the creation of
training programmes and information resources

availability of state support (funding,
material resources and legal support for the
resistance movement);

international support to strengthen the
capacity of the resistance movement;

developing a strategy to ensure the
mobility and flexibility of the resistance
movement;

effective communication and coordination
between different components of the national
resistance system to ensure coherence and
effectiveness of actions;

creating and improving the infrastructure of
the resistance movement.

Prospects for further research. The SOF
is one of the main factors of both deterring and
repelling external aggression and strengthening
the State's defence capability. Based on this, there
is a need to create a powerful and trained
resistance movement capable of effectively
deterring the aggressor and preventing further
attacks on Ukraine. The procedure of interaction
between the SOF and other components of the
Defence Forces needs to be regulated.

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Current problems of mobilization training and mobilization in the Armed Forces of Ukraine and
recommendations for their solution

Annotation
With Ukraine's independence and the creation of its own Armed Forces, the foundations of
mobilization training and mobilization were defined in our country. This framework was based on the
mobilization system of the former USSR. However, it also had a number of peculiarities related mainly
to the fact that Ukraine acquired the status of a “sovereign and independent, democratic, social, legal
state”. The experience of mobilization exercises (training) shows that at that time the organization of
mobilization training and mobilization largely met the needs of the Armed Forces of Ukraine and the

military organization of the state as a whole.
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The analysis of the state of mobilization training in Ukraine and the course of maobilization in the
context of the Russian aggression against Ukraine shows that partial measures to improve it do not solve
the urgent problems today.

Based on the analysis of national legislation and the experience of mobilization in Ukraine, the
article highlights the problems that have arisen in this area and, taking into account personal service
experience, provides recommendations for reforming mobilization training and mobilization in the
Armed Forces of Ukraine in the context of the ongoing large-scale armed aggression of the Russian
Federation.

The concepts of “mobilization training”, “mobilization”, “system of ensuring mobilization
training and mobilization”, “mobilization training plan” are explained. Recommendations are given on
organizational and structural measures in the Ministry of Defence and the Armed Forces of Ukraine to
improve the functioning of the system of mobilization training and mobilization.

Resume. The education and training of qualified officers in the context of war and repulsing aggression is
crucial for building a capability to operate in combat conditions, given the changing nature of war and rapid
developments. There are restrictions imposed due to many factors and the format of education: it is necessary to
train as many specialists as possible in the shortest possible time, ensuring the highest quality; it is necessary to
actually transform education in accordance with the requirements of modernity in order to educate leaders capable
of making non-standard winning decisions. In addition, in line with established Euro-Atlantic approaches and
Ukraine's aspirations for membership in the Alliance, there is a need to implement NATO standards and
approaches in education as well.

All of this increases the relevance of
professionalization of military education and will
require changes in the training of military
personnel, which together leads to the
development of the military education system,
which is an important component of the
Ukrainian education system in addressing the
tasks of preparing the population for national
resistance and comprehensive defence.

The system of military education is on the
way to professionalizing military education and
transitioning to the principles, standards and
methods of training adopted by NATO nations

[1].

The functioning of the military education
system in the context of repulsing the aggression
of the Russian Federation poses real threats to the
activities of military educational institutions
(MEISs). MElIs are under the threat of attacks by
the aggressor country with land, air or sea-based
missiles.

The aggressor expects the destruction of
experienced military  personnel, including
students, and the destruction of military
educational infrastructure as the predicted results
of such strikes.

At the same time, the growing need for
training military personnel leads to an increase in
the number of personnel on the territory of MEIs,
which significantly increases the likelihood that
MEIs will become a target of the aggressor.

Thus, the organization of educational
activities in the context of repelling the armed
aggression has become relevant since its
beginning.

Analysis of recent research and
publications. In recent years, a sufficient number
of scientific studies and publications have been
devoted to the transformation and development of
military education in Ukraine.

The researchers study the security
environment [2], directions and prospects of
reforming military education [3], quality
assurance in  military education [4, 5],

information support [6], ways of Euro-Atlantic
integration [7, 8], modelling in military education
and training [9], public administration of the
military education system [10], analyze military
education in the context of repelling the
aggression of the Russian Federation [11, 12], etc.

At the same time, many studies are focused
on the content of military education, with much
attention paid to the training of officers in higher

education. The focus is on education, not its
organisation. The peculiarities of organising the
educational activities of a military educational
institution in the context of countering armed
aggression remain outside the scope of research.

The purpose of the article. To analyse the
peculiarities of organising educational activities
in the context of repulsing the armed aggression
of the Russian Federation based on the experience
of the National Defence University of Ukraine.

Summary of te main material. Ukraine is
fighting for its right to exist, defending not only
its independence but also the entire democratic
world. Despite the extremely difficult period, the
University managed to maintain the training of
military leaders for the defence sector.

Timely meeting the needs of the Armed
Forces of Ukraine and the Defence Forces for
highly qualified, trained military professionals in
2022-2024 required prompt changes to the
educational process, including the improvement
of training programmes for students at all levels
of military education. This period convincingly
confirms the relevance and expediency of the
important elements (or components) of the
hierarchy of goals chosen by the National
Defence University of Ukraine (NDUU): “The
University is a hub (centre) of strategic thinking
in the areas of national security and defence of
the state, a leader in the provision of relevant
educational and scientific services and a
competitive innovative educational and scientific
institution in the global market of services in the
field of international security and defence” [13].

This is enshrined in the Development
Strategy of the National Defence University of
Ukraine for the period up to 2030 [14]. The
Universitys mission is to “meet the needs of the
Armed Forces of Ukraine and other components
of the security and defence sector of Ukraine for
leaders with a broad intellectual horizon by
providing high-quality educational services,
developing high-quality scientific and scientific-
analytical products based on the results of
fundamental and applied research in the field of
national security and defence” [14].

Guided by the vision and mission and
considering changes in the security environment
and existing challenges and threats, the institution
strives to reach a level at which it will be:

the choice of customers (components of the
security and defence sector of Ukraine and other
interested institutions) for the provision of
education, training and professional development
in the field of national security and defence of
Ukraine, as well as civil servants;
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a recognised military education institution
that develops the skills of students for self-
education, expanding their intellectual horizons
and capabilities, provides quality education in the
field of national security and defence to
governmental and non-governmental structures,
implements and  coordinates  interagency
cooperation, and is active in international
activities due to its holistic and comprehensive
approach to security and defence; and a leading
expert institution in Ukraine, the European region
and the world in the fields of national security
and defence, military strategy and defence
planning, and professional military education.

In the context of constant changes in the
global security environment and the ongoing
armed aggression of the Russian Federation
against Ukraine, the NDUU proactively and
flexibly responds to changes in the global and
national “agenda”. A profound rethinking of all
aspects of the University’s activities in the
context of the implementation of the state policy
in the field of defence and Ukraine’s course
towards membership in the Euro-Atlantic
community has led to a change in the priorities of
the university’s educational and scientific
environment, the use of modern effective
management solutions based on the ideas of
intellectual leadership.

In recent years, the NDUU has been a
modern and leading educational hub that has been
supporting these changes and providing
assistance, including methodological support, to
other  tactical-level — military  educational
institutions to prevent a decline in the quality of
training of military specialists with higher
military education.

The NDUU priorities are:

conducting educational activities that
ensure the training of military specialists of the
appropriate degrees and levels of military
education in certain specialities and educational
programmes (specialisations);

conducting scientific, scientific-technical
and innovative activities through scientific
research and ensuring creative activity of the
participants of the educational process;

fulfilment of the state order for the training
of military specialists, international agreements
for the training of military specialists of foreign
countries;

training of officers and civil servants for
postgraduate education beyond the state order
within the licence volume at the expense of
individuals and legal entities;
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retraining and advanced training of
personnel for the security and defence sector and
the armed forces of foreign countries;

retraining and advanced training of civil
servants on military security and defence of the
state for the Ministry of Defence of Ukraine,
other state authorities, security and defence
structures, and local self-government bodies;

military training of Ukrainian citizens
under the reserve officer programme;

establishing international relations and
conducting international activities in the field of
national security and defence;

participation in scientific support of the
formation and implementation of state policy in
the field of national security and defence, defence
reform measures, military education and science
of the state, dissemination of scientific knowledge
in the defence sector;

participation in the development of draft
laws of Ukraine, acts of the President of Ukraine
and the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine,
international treaties, orders of the Ministry of
Defence of Ukraine (General Staff of the Armed
Forces of Ukraine) and conducting their scientific
and methodological expertise [15]. These priority
tasks are set out in the University’s Charter.

In connection with the military aggression
of the Russian Federation against Ukraine, the
Presidential Decree No. 64/2022 “On the
introduction of martial law in Ukraine” was
signed on 24 February 2022 [16].

Pursuant to this decree, further training of
higher education students of all levels at the
University was carried out in accordance with the
relevant regulations. Early graduation of higher
education students and transfer from full-time to
part-time education was carried out (in order to
assign them to the army to perform combat
missions to repel the armed aggression of the
Russian Federation). The staff of the University is
still involved in tasks accomplishment within the
military commands of the Armed Forces of
Ukraine and branches of the armed forces,
defence sectors and military units.

The university's mobile groups, individual
academic and research staff provide education
and training to government bodies of all levels,
military units and subdivisions, individual
servicemen and women of the Armed Forces of
Ukraine, including the Territorial Defence, the
National Guard of Ukraine, and executive
authorities. Relevant training was conducted at
the tactical, operational and strategic levels with a
focus on narrow-profile specialised professional
training of officers and enlisted personnel, and on
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the interaction of military formations belonging
to different agencies.

The university's specialists conducted
training and assistance to military and civilian
formations of the state, held classes on
operational planning, the use of military units and
subunits, formations and associations of branches
of the armed forces and types of armed forces in
tactical, firearms, engineering training, and
tactical medicine.

In turn, the educational process has been
adjusted to implement the curricula and training
programmes under martial law.

Considering the situation and the
requirement for training, it was decided to resume
education in the new academic year (September
2022). The main challenge of resuming the
educational process was to ensure the security
and safety of personnel, so the experience of
organising the educational process, which was
tested during the “introduction of restrictive anti-
epidemic measures to prevent the spread of acute
respiratory disease COVID-19 caused by the
coronavirus SARS-CoV-2 in Ukraine”, was
actively used. The distance learning platform is
actively used to conduct online classes on non-
sensitive topics. Classes on sensitive topics are
held in safe places in compliance with safety
standards, in many cases outside the university.

In addition, the circumstances require even
greater changes, so the University is reforming
and introducing new approaches, introducing a
system of professional military education
synchronised with the approaches and standards
existing in NATO member states. This trend is
enshrined, among other things, in the Concept of
Transformation of the Military Education System,
which was approved by the Resolution of the
Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine [17].

In the context of the requirements of this
Concept, an important place in the university’s
activities is given to improving the educational
process of training military specialists, as well as
the experience of combat operations by the state
defence forces to repel the large-scale armed
aggression of the Russian Federation.

The main attention is paid to the
development of the university’s capabilities to
develop the system of professional military
education.

For all categories of students, the content
of education is updated, planning and decision-
making procedures are introduced into the
programmes in accordance with NATO standards,
the latest experience of warfare, and an important
experience of NDUU is the development of a
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separate training course on war lessons learned
[18].

The study and implementation of
experience is necessary to ‘improve the efficiency
of activities aimed at organising the
implementation of measures for the training,
comprehensive support, development,
employment and management of troops (forces)
of the Armed Forces of Ukraine and other
components of the defence forces for the defence
of the state, protection of its sovereignty,
territorial integrity and inviolability’ [19]. The
same approaches are laid down in NATO's
updated guidelines on lessons learned [20].

In this context, the focus of the university’s
activities is to provide joint centralised training
for officers at the operational and strategic levels
of the defence forces, to constantly update the
content of military education to ensure that
military specialists acquire interoperability based
on NATO approaches and modern warfare
experience.

In addition to raising the level of military
personnel training, in the long term this will allow
for accreditation of courses in accordance with
NATO requirements and create conditions for
mutual recognition of certificates obtained in
military educational institutions of both NATO
member states and Ukraine. This is important,
given the interest of partner countries in obtaining
education in Ukraine. In this regard, it is
important to implement the NATO BI-SC
“Education and Individual Training Directive
(E&ITD) 075-007” to ensure that professional

military education is compatible with the
requirements of the Alliance [21].

Along with the implementation of
educational and scientific activities,

representatives of the university have performed
and continue to perform combat (service) tasks in
military command and control bodies in order to
gain combat experience in the wuse and
management of troops (forces) or are trained in
the troops in relevant positions.

Based on the training needs, the curricula
are being revised and updated, new modules and
topics are being introduced in professional
military education courses and Master’s degree
programs, and new courses are being developed
in response to the needs of the time.
Methodological (pedagogical) experiments aimed
at improving the educational process have been
launched, with much attention paid to feedback
from students to make timely adjustments to the
content of training.

The NDUU develops the material and
technical base and infrastructure to improve the
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efficiency of the educational process. Preference
is given to the development of a modern
classroom infrastructure with an emphasis on the
introduction of advanced information
technologies as an element of support for the
educational process and the technical base for all
types of practices related to the development of
competencies in management decision-making,
operational ~ planning, combat  planning,
management of military units (formations) in
combat (operations); development of critical
thinking, leadership skills; studying new aspects
of future wars, working on the professionalisation
of military education [22].

An important aspect is the participation of
academic staff in the training of brigade
headquarters with their subsequent support

(supervision) to provide the necessary
methodological assistance.
In addition, representatives of the

university are sent on a rotational basis to the J7
of the General Staff of the Armed Forces of
Ukraine, where they participate in documenting
the combat experience of the defence forces.

There are many students who have taken
part in important combat operations and have
unique experience, so we actively use such a
method as peer-to-peer training through the actual
exchange of information between them.

All these measures, including training of
brigade headquarters, rotational deployments to
the areas of operations, and the receipt of
newsletters containing information on generalised
experience, are necessary for its rapid
implementation in educational programmes at all
levels of training.

Therefore, the functioning of a military
educational institution in the context of repelling
the armed aggression of the Russian Federation
increases the scope of educational activities due
to the low differences from the functioning in
peacetime, in particular:

increase in the volume of military
personnel training due to the growing needs for
education and training personnel in the security
and defence sector of Ukraine;

the need for flexibility and adaptability of
educational programmes to quickly implement
the lessons learned during hostilities, mastering
the latest technologies, new weapons and tactics
of their use;

the objective need to develop students’
leadership skills, psychological stability, physical
endurance, survival on the battlefield, and moral
readiness to perform the tasks of defending
Ukraine in military education;
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the requirement to train military personnel

in critical military specialities in a shorter
timeframe;
the importance of intensification of

training, its practical orientation and the closeness
of training conditions to real combat conditions;

the need for military education institutions
to perform additional tasks not related to
educational activities;

the requirement for mobility of military
education institutions, redeployment  or
evacuation from areas of intense combat
operations, protection from enemy attacks;

the relevance of comprehensive provision
of the educational process (simulators, weapons,
etc.) and provision of personnel with weapons,
personal protective equipment and other property.

Conclusions.  Despite  the  existing
challenges and threats, the University carries out
systematic work to develop and update
(modernise) educational programmes for military
specialists, increasing the share of studying those
issues that are necessary today to win. The need
to implement the lessons of war is considered as
an essential requirement for the quality
organisation of the educational process.

Recommendations. Attention should be
paid to the organisation of the educational process
in conditions of constant danger, possible
problems with power supply and Internet
connection, as well as to the conduct of
educational activities in accordance with the
norms of current national legislation and the
implementation of Euro-Atlantic approaches and
standards.

Areas for further research. Further
research is needed on the introduction of combat
experience into the educational process, as well as
on the alignment of the national legal framework
with NATO approaches.

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Resume. This research examines the current state of non-commissioned officer (NCO) training in the
context of modern warfare. It identifies key challenges and issues related to NCO preparation and propose
approaches to improve the effectiveness of NCO training in the Armed Forces of Ukraine.
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Problem statement. “As General George
Patton famously said, The Army goes as the NCO
go”. This is absolutely true. NCOs, as frontline
leaders, are the driving force of any military unit
[1]. In the context of the ongoing war with
Russia, the role of NCOs in Ukraine has become
even more critical. However, the existing system
of NCOs training in Ukraine faces a number of
challenges.

Modern warfare in Ukraine has presented
the Armed Forces of Ukraine with unprecedented
challenges. The rapid pace of change on the
battlefield, the use of new weapons, and hybrid
warfare tactics demands a high level of
professionalism and adaptability from Ukrainian
military personnel [2]. The issue of training non-
commissioned officers, the backbone of any
army, is particularly acute.

NCO is not merely a follower of orders but
also a leader capable of making independent
decisions in complex combat situations,
motivating personnel, and ensuring mission
accomplishment. However, the existing system of
NCO training in Ukraine faces a number of
challenges: a shortage of experienced instructors,
insufficient funding, rapid changes in the nature
of warfare, and inadequate attention to
psychological preparation [3].

Regarding the shortage of experienced
instructors, it should be noted that losses among
experienced military personnel with many years
of combat experience have led to a severe lack of
instructors capable of passing on their knowledge
and skills to the younger generation. Limited
resources do not allow for adequate material and
technical equipment of educational institutions,
the purchase of modern trainers and simulators,
or the necessary repairs. The tactics of warfare
are constantly changing, new types of weapons
are appearing, which requires constant updating
of training programs and retraining of NCOs [4].
Psychological resilience, the ability to work under
stress and make decisions under pressure are no
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less important qualities for a modern NCO than
military skills [5].

To address these challenges, a range of
measures must be taken, including:

Rapid retraining and up skilling:
Developing intensive retraining programs for
NCOs that take into account modern challenges.

Involving veterans: Actively engaging
experienced combat veterans to share their
knowledge and skills with the younger
generation.

Modernizing the training base: Equipping
educational institutions with modern trainers,
simulators, and other training tools.

Expanding international  cooperation:
Seeking experience from partner countries,
participating in joint training exercises, and
exchanging best practices [6].

Improving social benefits for NCOs:
Enhancing material support, living conditions,
and other social benefits to attract and retain
qualified specialists.

By investing in NCO training, we are
investing in the future of our army and the
security of our state.

Analysis of recent research and
publications. Historical context of NCO training
in Ukraine. Cossacks, as a military-political
organization, always paid great attention to the
training of their personnel. The starshyna (senior
Cossack), as a layer of experienced Cossacks,
played a key role in the functioning of Cossack
forces. The starshyna performed a wide range of
functions:  from  military command to
administrative management. They were not only
warriors but also judges, diplomats, and estate
managers [7]. The training of the starshyna took
place primarily during combat and daily service.
Young Cossacks learned from more experienced
comrades, mastering military affairs, survival
skills, and leadership qualities. There was no
systematic training in the modern sense, but there
was a clear system of passing on experience from
generation to generation [7]. The Cossack
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starshyna was distinguished by a high level of
self-organization, responsibility, and dedication
to their cause. They were people who had a deep
understanding of military affairs and could make
independent decisions in difficult situations [7].

The Soviet period was characterized by
mass training and ideological indoctrination. In
the Soviet Army, the NCO training system was
built on a rigidly centralized principle. The main
goal was to train a large number of NCOs for
mass armies. NCO training was accompanied by
powerful ideological indoctrination aimed at
fostering loyalty to the Soviet regime. Significant
attention was paid to the technical knowledge
necessary for servicing various military
equipment [8].

The Soviet NCO training system had a
significant impact on the Ukrainian army after
World War Il. Many of the methods and
approaches developed in the Soviet Union were
borrowed and adapted to Ukrainian conditions.

Ukraine's  independence marked the
beginning of a new stage in the development of
its armed forces, including the NCO training
system. In the early years of independence, the
Ukrainian army experienced a deep crisis, which
negatively affected the NCO training system.
Subsequently, various reforms were developed
and implemented aimed at modernizing the armed
forces and bringing them closer to NATO
standards [5].

The Russian aggression in 2014 became a
catalyst for further changes in the NCO training
system. There was an acute need for qualified
specialists capable of conducting combat
operations in modern conditions.

The modern NCO training system in
Ukraine is focused on developing leadership
qualities, giving NCOs more independence in
decision-making, and using modern technologies
in the training process [6].

The main trends in development include:
decentralization, particularly the transition from a
centralized training system to a more flexible one
that takes into account the specifics of different
branches of the military; an individual approach,
with an emphasis on the individual characteristics
of each NCO and the development of
personalized training plans; the use of modern
technologies, such as the widespread use of
simulators, trainers, and other interactive training
tools; and integration with NATO standards,
directly adapting training programs to Alliance
standards.

Historical experience shows that the role of
the NCO has always been important for the
effectiveness of any army. The modern Ukrainian
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army is actively working to improve the NCO
training system to meet the challenges of today.

The goal of the article is to analyze the
challenges and prospects of NCO training in the
Armed Forces of Ukraine in the conditions of
modern warfare.

Core Material. Contemporary NCO
training curricula in Ukraine have undergone
substantial revisions to enhance practical skills
and align with the demands of modern warfare.
The foundational military training encompasses a
broad spectrum of disciplines, including tactics,
marksmanship, engineering, and medical care,
with a particular emphasis on field exercises.
Specialized training is tailored to specific military
occupational specialties such as infantry, artillery,
and armored units, focusing on weapon systems,
tactical employment, and personnel management.
Leadership development, decision-making under
pressure, and effective unit management are
pivotal components of the curriculum.
Proficiency in foreign languages, notably English,
is increasingly emphasized to facilitate
international cooperation and participation in
multinational exercises.

A tiered network of educational
institutions, including military institutes, training
centers, and military academies, has been
established to provide NCO training. These
institutions are continually evolving to ensure the
highest quality of education.

Comprehensive evaluation systems,
incorporating theoretical examinations, practical
assessments, and certification processes, are
employed to gauge NCO proficiency. Moreover,
the integration of modern technologies such as
simulators, trainers, and computer-based testing
has enhanced the objectivity and efficiency of
assessments.

Integration into NATO is one of the
priorities of Ukraine's defense policy. Therefore,
great attention is paid to the internationalization
of NCO training.

In particular, cooperation with foreign
partners is a crucial element. Ukrainian NCOs
participate in joint exercises with militaries of
other countries, exchange experiences, and adopt
best practices. The implementation of NATO
standards is also a priority. Training programs
and methodologies are adapted to NATO
standards. The use of Western weaponry is
another important aspect. NCOs are trained to
work with Western weapons and military
equipment.

The modern NCO training system in
Ukraine is actively developing, aimed at
improving the professional level of NCOs and
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adapting them to the requirements of modern
combat. However, to fully meet NATO standards,
a number of challenges still need to be addressed,
including those related to financing, logistical
support, and the development of the infrastructure
of educational institutions.

One of the priority areas of development is
the expansion of the network of training centers
for NCOs. This will allow: increasing the number
of trained specialists, in particular, meeting the
needs of the Armed Forces of Ukraine for
qualified NCOs. It will also make it possible to
reduce training time, in particular, thanks to an
increase in the number of training centers, it will
be possible to train a larger number of NCOs
simultaneously. Another advantage is the ability
to bring training closer to the deployment
locations of units, which will reduce
transportation costs for personnel and ensure
greater continuity of the training process.

In parallel with the expansion of the
network, it is necessary to improve the equipment
of training centers with modern simulators,
trainers, and other training tools. This will allow
creating more realistic conditions for training

NCOs and increasing the effectiveness of
training.

The creation of a unified information
system for managing NCO training. The

introduction of a unified information system will
allow: automating management processes, in
particular, collecting, processing, and analyzing
large amounts of data on NCO training. It will
also improve training planning, in particular, it
will allow developing individual training plans
for each NCO, taking into account their specialty
and level of training. It will also make it possible
to track progress, directly monitor training
results, and make timely adjustments to the
training process. In addition, it will ensure
transparency through open access to information
about NCO training for the leadership of the
Armed Forces.

Strengthening the role of NCOs in the
management system. NCOs are a key link in the
unit management system. To more effectively use
their potential, it is necessary: to delegate
authority, in particular, to give NCOs more
independence in making decisions at the tactical
level. It is also advisable to increase
responsibility, in particular, to create conditions
for NCOs to be responsible for the results of their
work. The next step is to provide motivation. To
do this, it is necessary to develop a motivation
system that would stimulate NCOs for
professional growth.
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A crucial element is the involvement of
partner countries' experience. Direct cooperation
with NATO member countries will allow for the
adoption of best practices, namely, studying the
experience of other countries in training NCOs
and adapting it to Ukrainian conditions. This will
also allow for the standardization of training, that
is, bringing the NCO training system in Ukraine
closer to NATO standards. Equally important is
the fact that this will contribute to integration into
the Alliance, demonstrating Ukraine's readiness
for cooperation within NATO.

Conclusions. An analysis of the current
state and prospects for the development of the
NCO training system in Ukraine allows us to
draw the following conclusions: in recent years,
the NCO training system in Ukraine has
undergone significant changes aimed at adapting
to the challenges of modern warfare and
integrating with NATO standards. This is based
on the following factors: modern training
programs cover not only military training but also
the development of leadership qualities,
personnel  management, and international
cooperation; an active process of equipping
educational institutions with modern trainers,
simulators, and other training tools; broad
cooperation with foreign partners, participation in
joint exercises, and the implementation of NATO
standards.

New approaches to NCO training allow
for: increasing the level of professional training,
forming a new generation of leaders, and
increasing the combat readiness of the Armed
Forces of Ukraine.

However, for further development of the
NCO training system, it is necessary to: continue
to expand the network of training centers, which
will allow for continuous training of NCOs and
increase the accessibility of training; also, to
introduce new technologies, in particular, actively
use modern technologies to increase the
effectiveness of training; next, to strengthen the
role of NCOs in the management system, directly
delegating more authority and responsibility to
NCOs. Another aspect is to increase the social
status of NCOs, in particular, to ensure decent
service conditions and social guarantees.

Prospects for further research lie in the
analysis of the effectiveness of new training
methods, the study of the influence of
psychological factors on the effectiveness of
training, the development of a knowledge and
skills assessment system, and the study of the
experience of other countries.

In general, it can be stated that the NCO
training system in Ukraine is in a stage of active
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development. However, to achieve maximum privates - training materials.

Annotation

The article studies major aspects of formulating tactical and technical requirements for unmanned
aircraft systems. A goal of the article is to substantiate the principles of formulating tactical and
technical requirements for unmanned aircraft systems, and to recommend a methodological approach to
choosing the best option. The article systematizes a range of characteristics to be taken into account
when selecting unmanned aircraft systems, including flight time, payload, weight and dimensions,
reliability, mobility, launch and landing methods, cost, maintainability, software, technological and
ergonomic aspects, operating conditions, and operator safety. On the basis on the characteristics and
with functional tasks in view, it substantiates the principles for formulating tactical and technical
requirements for unmanned aircraft systems. They are as follows: the principle of purposefulness, the
principle of reliability, the principle of efficiency, the principle of integration, the principle of
consistency, the principle of decomposition, the principle of sufficiency, and the principle of
standardization and unification. Further, it analyzes methodological approaches that may be applied to
choose an unmanned aircraft system from among several options. The article proposes to apply the
method of hierarchy analysis that makes it possible to objectively evaluate each of unmanned aircraft
systems available as well as objectify choose an unmanned aircraft system from among a range of
options without inflating characteristics of any of the options being evaluated. The directions for further
research the article proposes are as follows: justifying criterion values of the characteristics to be taken
into account when selecting an unmanned aircraft system from among several options; developing
methods to substantiate operational and tactical requirements for unmanned aircraft systems (unmanned
aerial vehicles), etc.

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Selection of a weapon model option based on tactical and technical characteristics and cost using
the method of successive concessions

Annotation

When deciding on the creation of a new weapon model, several variants are usually considered,
which may differ in the principles of construction, composition of elements, principles of operation, etc.
At the same time, analytical methods, modeling, and expert evaluation methods are used to determine
the characteristics of the weapon system variants that can be implemented in the conditions of its use.
When selecting a variant of a weapon system for development according to a set of defined
characteristics and cost indicators, it is necessary to use an appropriate methodology, the development of
which is an important scientific and practical task. Such a methodology can also be used when selecting
a weapon system for procurement.

The purpose of the article is to develop a methodology for selecting a variant of a weapon model
by its characteristics and cost using the method of sequential concessions.

The application of the method of sequential concessions for the selection of a weapon model
variant involves the ordering of tactical and technical characteristics by importance. In order to
determine equivalent versions of a weapon system, a concession is set for the final characteristic. The
essence of the method is to first identify a set of variants of the weapon model that satisfy the
corresponding concession for the most important characteristic. If there is only one such variant, it is
considered the best, if there are several, then those that satisfy the concession for the second
characteristic are selected, and so on. The article presents a structural diagram of the methodology.

In the future, it is planned to compare the use of the method of sequential concessions with other
methods, in particular, taxonomy.
